BT. PATRIUK'S CATHEDRAL, MEL-
BOURNE, VICTORIA, AUSI'RRA-
LIA,

The Australian Messenger of the Sacred
Heart for February, just to hand, contains a
cut of the Cathedral of Melbourne, Victoria,
which is soon to be consecrated, and gives a
sketch of the origin and progress of the
sacred edifice; from which the following is
extracted : Some time before 185) a site for a
church was secured by Father Geoghegan,
and immediately after the advent of Right
Rev., Dr. Gould, the first Bishop of Mel
bourne, and his Vicar General, Rev. Doctor
Iitzpatrick, the work of building was com
menced by Mr, Samuel Jackson, architect,
Although at that period the population of
city was httla ovar 23,000, it had in 185
ereased to 100,00, and gave promise of yet
groater increase,  Happily for chureh arch
wtecture, there came to Malbourne about this
time a great architect, Mr. W, W, Wardell,

he

a pupil of the illustrious Pugin, the reviver of

Gothie architecture in Eogland ; and in 1858
was entrusted to him the preparation of the
plans of the present cathedral. Retaining
the southern aisle and other small portions of
the former church, he planned a new
structure  as  spacious, &8 massive,
and as splondidly decorated as some
of the grand old  shrines in  France
aud Italy, and larger than several historic
English cathadrals. The plan is cruciform,
and consists of nave and side aisles, transep s
and transept aisles, sanctuary and seven
chapels. “T'oe total internal length is 520 .
width across nave and aisles, 70 foet l“nml;
from one end of the trausept to the other,

162 fee! ; width across transept and transenpt
aislas, 76 feet : and the internal haig ht of nave
roof, about 45 foet \ great contral tower
aud spire rise to a height of 200 feat over the

junction of the transept and nave, aud the
west front is thanked by two mussive towers
with spires, each 205 foet in height, One
important  feature in  the interior s
the carrying of the aisles along the sides
of the travsepts, and in chevet fashion aronnd
tee sanctuary. ‘T'his providas vistas between
the columns, and imparts a great air of dig-
nity and mystery to the cathedral, Of the

' thirty four priests attached to the diocese of

Melbourne when the building was com:
menced, (nly two survive - the lh,:l:nt Rev.
Mgr. O'Hea and the \'ary Rev. M. Farrelly.
Of the part taken by the late Archbishop
(ioold, or by his zealous V wmj-(_}eneralvllh".
Fi zpatrick), in the erection of St, Patrick's
cathedral, elaborate eulogy wuulinbe imper-
tinent as well as superfluous. Dr, Fitzpatrick
devoted his splendid abilities and patient en -
ergy to the work, and at the time of his death
he had pid the ¢ ntractor the immense sum
of £150,000 sterling (%750.000), Although
neither Dr. Goold, nor Dr. Fitzpatrick was
privileged to witness the crowning of their
persevering labo s and munificent generos-
ity, yet eichsaw the cathedral dedicated to
Divine service, and under the shadow of its
sanetuary their bodies lie awaiting the VI{e-
surrection. Since Dr. Fitzpatrick’s time
the liabilities incurred for the building con-
tract, as well as for tiling, altars, n!ul other
necessary works, amount to considerably
over £50.00) (3230,0005, So effectively has
the worlk of collecting heen carried on daring
the present Archbishop’s (Most Rev. De
Carr’s) time that by the day of solemn open
ing and consecration we may confilently
hopa that the cathedral will be }r:s(qAAt :lfe\x(.
The openiog celebration, in which s Emi
nence Cardinal Moran, all the Prelates, and a
great number of the priests of Aus_'rulelsm,
are expected to take part, will worthily mark
the close of the second lustrum of the bemgn
sway of the great High Priest to whose cour-
agaous zeal 18 dus the early comple’ion of a
wlorious edifice under the Southern Cross de
dicated to the patron saint of Ireland. As
Father Joseph Farrell reminds us, whlst
other nations can claim a Chureh Triumph
aut, Suffering, Militant, Ireland can claim,
besides, an Exiled Church. Her children in
dark days, flseing from stern oppression and
bigot insolence, sailed towards happier lands,
and raised tha Cross in the lone regions of
the unpeopled West and in the trackless bush
beneath southern skies. The Meloourne

A PROTESTANT.

To Editor, CATnoLic RECORD :

Dear Sir.—From *‘Dally Questions,”
published in the Catiioric Recorn of
the G:hinstant, I take the liberty to
select, for your notice, the last two,
with the answers to the same,

1. THE JEW AND SALVATION,

Q. *““ Will the Jew have any hope
of heaven ?"

A. ‘' He will, if he is honest, and if
he thinks he is right. If he thinks he
is wrong, he is bound to examine and
find out where to get right.

2, PROTESTANT CHANCES,
““ Will the Protestant who has a
chance of salvation, and who willingly
rejects it, and who has a chance of
learning the truth, and does not em-
brace it, get to heaven ?

A. *“1do not judge any man,”
said Father Elliot, ** but sins against
the Holy Spirit are very serious ones.”

Now, Mr. Editor, Father Elliot pro
fesses (and is expected) to explain to
Protestants the Catholic doctrine on
every subject he deals with, and on
every question Protestants put to him.
I would hardly venture to say that he
has not the courage to do this. How
ever, I would like to ask, has he given
the Catholic doctrine in his answer to
the second question given above?
The question is grave and most im-
portant, but the answer is indirect and
evasive—an answer such as will satisfy
neither Protestants mnor Catholics,
since both can see that he shirks to
answer the question according to the
teaching of the Catholic Church.
While saying that the Jew must be
honest and believe he is right, in order
to get to heaven, Father Eiliot refuses
to pass judgment on a ‘*‘ Protestant who
has a chance of salvation and who
willingly rejects it, and who has a
chance of learning the truth and does
not embrace it.” Now, surely, it is as
necessary for the Protestant to be hon-
est and to think he is right, in order
to get to heaven, as it is for the Jew.
But the Protes desceribed in the
above question is, evidently, not hon
est, not following his conscience, not
in good faith, not in invincible ignor-
ance, and, consequently, such a Pro
testant, according to the infallible
teaching of the Catholic Church, can-
not be in a state of salvation.

Father Elliot's answer to the above

Protestant question, is likely to have
a bad effect on Catholics, especially on
the lukewarm and the indifferent.
Iiven Protestants cannot be benefited
by withholding from them the real
truth ; on the contrary, they may de-
rive much profit from knowing it.
The famous convert Brownson says in
his Quarterly Review that a Protestant
will never become a Catholic so long as
we hold out to him the slightest hope
of his being saved by remaining a
Protestant. It should be remembered
that such of our separated brethren as
are saved on account of being in good
faith, or in a state of invincible ignor-
ance, are not saved as DProfestants
which in the sight of God they are
not), but because, in their good dis-
positions, they belong to the soul of
the Catholie Church, or, in other words,
because, in the sight of God, they are
really members of His one, true, and
only Church. A Catholic.

THE CLERGY AND SOCIAL
WORK.

Pope Leo Tells Priests They Must not
Remalin in the Sacristies.

The Archbishop of Turin gave to a
pastoral which he recently published
the title of ‘‘ The Clergy Outside the
Church,” and in the course of his re
marks on this subject he says: ‘‘The
Pope desires that we should be active
outside our churches, and to labor in
accordance with the wishes of the Pope
ought to be not only the desire, but the
glory of Bishops, priests and all sincere
Catholics. If ere this we had taken
part in work of that kind our country
would not have fallen into such a ruin-
ous condition. We must now go forth
from the churches and recover the
ground which has been lost. As to
the means by which we shall succeed,
who can point them out more authorita-
tively than the Vicar of Christ? And
it is he who tells the priests that they
must not remain in the sacristies. The
fact is that the best of our priests—
those who fulfil most thoroughly their
pastoral duties in church—prove them-
selves to be the most energetic in pro-
moting Catholic action. And those
who are the least earnest out-
side the church are also the least
earnest within it.” The Archbishop
then urges all his clergy not only to
aid Catholic congresses and social
gatherings, but to become their lead-
ers and guides. Above all, attention
should be paid to parochial committees,
and the meaus of organization adopted
should be in conformity with the re
quirements of each parish. Every
parish must for the future have its
parochial committee.
