Treatment of Horses.

M.y valuable horses are yearly spuiled, or
nearly so, by the improper minag-ment of those
baving them in charge. Careless or ill-tzmper-
ed grooms do much mischiel to horses. The
first do their work in a siovenly manner, whi'e
the last, thcugh thorough enough as regards
labor, perform their cperations in so rough a
manner as to excite the animal to resistance,
rendering him suspicious and intractable. “The
first thing to be doue, in taking in hand a
strange horse, is to come to a pleasant under-
standing with him. Oa approaching the animal
for the first time, if of the right stamp, the horse
will examine the party making his acquaictance
with grea® intentness. This scrutiny should be
mutual—eye meeting eye steadily, and, on the
part of the groom, plaasantly. If the resuit of
thi¢ examination on the part of the horse be
favourable, a deep and Jong drawn reepiration
will succeed, followed by a return to the food
upon which be had beeri solacing himself when
first interrupted, implying thereby that he is
ready to be dealt with in euch & way as may be
deemed best for the interests of all concerned.
On the contrary, if the interview Las not
been agreable, the horse will throw up bis bead,
look angry, and move restlessly about, indicat-
ing that a continuasce of the acquaintance is not
desirable. In this case, soothing words with
corresponding manipulations ; the exercise of
patience, a virtue as effective with horses as with
the genus homo, will generally terminate in a
gocd understanding.  This once established,
there will be little chance of. trouble thereafter.
If severity, at eny time, becomes indispensable,
let it be of a cheracter so decisive as to carry
conviction and reformation with it.  These at-
tained, let the treatment be such as to convince
tha animal that nothirg is remembered to bis
detriment in consequence of past disagree-
ment.

In grooming a borse men sometimes use a
hearvy curry-comb and a heavier hand, not te-
cause they are necessary to the cleanirg process,
but simply to see how the animal will < cut up.’
This is ali wrong, and it is a pity that a groom
thus abusisg his power, ccu'd not be made 1o
change places with the horse as cfien as the
wrong is perpetrated. Many horses, and good
ones too, are thin-skinned, and peculiarly sen-
sive to the touch of the curry-comb. Such
might well be spared the infliction, since a wisp
of hay and a card with fine teeth will be found
ample for the purpose of cleaning and friction,
A hnv and rough instrument, used with an
unspariog band, makes the horse tuspicious,
sours his temper and sometimes induces dil:
agreeable retaliation. A horse well and proper-
ly groomed (wice a day, will sppear better, feel
b-::,owk Wore vigorously, and be Jess likely
to become ill, than if neglected or left to such
