Individoal Bishops were frequently described by
the position which they occupied in the line of
apostolio sucoession : as the second, or third, or
sixth, or twelfth, as the case might be, from the
apostles. St. Ignatins, a trusted companion of the
apostles, and second Bishop of Antioch, suffered
martyrdom about the year 107. Before his death,
he wrote letters to several Ohurches, in which he
again and again appeals to the apostolic suocession
of the Bishops, and urges all the faithful fo remain
in commaunion with them, and with the presbyters
aud deacons ordained by them. ‘¢ Apart from
these,”” he says, ** there is no Qhuroh.” Again he
says: ¢ Let that be deemed a proper eucharist,
which is administered either by the Bishop or by
one to whom he has entrusted it.” His genuiae
epistles are full of teachiag of thie kind, whioh is
specially instructive as coming from s companion
of the apostles.
