The Enemy is ,

Gen. Von Hindenburg Meets With a

Severe Reverse--Even Berlin
Admits It.

LONDON, Nov. 25,—A severe Ger-
man defeat in Poland is reported
from Petrograd. - Gen. von Hinden-
burg, after having pushed back the
Russians almost on” Warsaw, is said
to . have suffered a serious reverse
when the enemy, which had been
strongly reinforced, made a brilliant
stand between the Warte and the
Vistula rivers,

Von Hindenburg’s army of 400,000
men is said to have been badly cut up
and thousands of prisoners are re-
ported to have been taken by the Rus-
sians who are now in pursuit.

German reinforcements, however,
are arriving, and-anéther great baftle
is likely to develop on a line rer
the frontier, westnorthwest of z.

Official German statements admit
the defeat, but say there has been no
final result in the fighting west of
Warsaw. Additional information giv-
en to the press in Berlin, says the
Ausntrians have abandoned several
passes in the Carpathians to superior
hostile forces.

The latest reports of Germans re-
verses come from Russian Poland
along 'the River Bzutfa. Desperation,
