Board Wrestles Wiﬂl

The Board of Education 1l&st even-
ing battled with the question of re-
quisitioning the City Council for a
new public sechool and a new colleg-|
iate institute The intention was to|

bring the matter to the City Coun-'

cil’s attention last night, but thd
Board talked on the question so long
that ‘the Council had adjourned long
before the Board could treach a de-
<ision:

The matter of 'a bonus for teach-
ers on the present year’s contracts
was ' referved to the School Manage-
ment Committee. The ‘Sehool Man-
agement Committee recommended
that the appointment and salaries
of teachers and officers be dealt with
at the regular May session, instead
of in June. THheé report was adopt-
The appointment of Mr. T. D. Rus-
ton as Schoel Attendance. Officer at
‘$25 per month until June, was. con-
firmed by the Board.

Requisition Problem

The Board of Education last even-
‘ng discussed ‘.  motion ‘passing a
requisition upon-the ‘City Council to
issue $3560,800 of debentures, bear-
‘ing interest at 5% %, $100, 00? for
a new public school in Coleman ward,
and '$260,000 for a collegiate insti-
‘tute and‘techmical high school. The
resolution was moved by Mr. D. V.
‘Sinclair and seconded By Dr. O. A.
Marshall. - The Board said it would
be satisfied with the proceeds of the
‘bonds in the event of their selling
below par, the debentures to be pay-
able in thirty years.

Mr. H. McGinnis said he was op-
posed toia eone,izte at present. He
had found lew:ei’izens who favored
the eollegiate.” . .

Mr. A. McGie said there was a

great deal of misunderstanding as to |

the money for the collegiate. ' It
would not be needed this year.

No doubt the
Council: would: on its own initiative
raise the $100,000 for the publi¢
school. 'He thought the \Couneil
wonld submit-the coHegiate to the
people. This he urged as a matter
of policy.

He went on record as favoring a
collegiate at the proper time.

000.

mlght mean that the Board would
lose Departmental support. 2

Mr. John Elliott saws the need of
both schools. - No one eould think of
opposing the requismoa of the"pub-
lic schoel. There was never a-time
in Canada when it was so difficult
to get money. He thought the bHonds
would have to bear 634 % to sell at
par. If he was sure the money would
not ‘be required before
would favor the collegiate regulsi
tién. The Government grant could
be guaranteed. He favored the eol-
legiate, but he did not think this
the opportune time 4o 'sell bonds,
The Board should give a guarantes
that no ‘money will be. required for
two years.
