The CensftlMtiiy Case.

The second trial of C. B. Welton on the 
Well known charges of conspiracy to de­
fraud the Golden Rule Alliance and Mutual 
Reserve Fund Life Association insurance 
companies, was concluded at the St. John 
county court Oh Tuesday last. The evidence 
was til read over to the jury and the judge 
finished his charge about four o’clock in the 
aftemopn. The jury retired and after 
remaining out all night reported at the 
opening of the court on Wednesday mom 
ing that they could not agree on their ver 
diet. Their finding, however, was favorable 
to the prisoner, for on the charge of forgery 
they acquitted him, and on the charge of 
knowingly uttering forged papers, they 
stood ten to two for acquittal.

Mr. Currey moved for the discharge of the 
jury, and the prisoner was ordered back 
to jail. Thursday morning, on the opening 
of the court, the attorney general, for the 
crown, said that the crown would join with 
the prisoner’s counsel in an agreement not 
to take any further proceedings against 
Welton and Randall on the remaining 
charges of conspiracy until the next session 
of the court on the fourth Tuesday of July. 
The prisoners Were allowed their liberty on 
their own recognisances of $10,000 for each 
of the charges. There are six against Dr. 
Randall and seven against C. B. Welton. 
The former entered into his own recog­
nizance for $60,000 and the latter for $70,000. 
It is the general feeling in St. John that 
this will end the Welton-Randall business 
for all time. Rev. Sydney Welton’s name 
was called by the court crier, but he failed 
to appear ; he is in Boston.

“ A. Garden, who for some time past has 
assisted rev.

It is 
with much regret that the members of 
this congregation contemplate the removal 
of Mr. Garden from their midst, although 
rejoicing in the fact that the cause of his do­
ing so, is ordination to the sacred ministry 
of the gospel, and they earnestly trust and 
pray that his future labours may be abund­
antly blessed in the salvation of souls and 
to the glory of God.” Mr. Garden replied 
in a very neat and touching speech, express­
ing his regret on leaving so warm friends, 
and asking their prayers on his behalf in 
the important work upon which he was 
about to enter."

The Lumber Drives.

News from the lumber drives from all 
sections of the province is most encouraging. 
At present the prospects are good for all 
the lumber to get out. As yet no drives 
are reported hung up. Michael Welch, who 
was in town to-day, has just returned from 
the Miramichi. His cut of three and a half 
millions on the Burnt Hill stream is out in 
the main Miramichi in the corporation 
limit. He is now on his way to look after 
his logs on the south branch of the Mirami­
chi. William Richards and Timothy Lynch 
are also getting well along with their lum­
ber on these waters. On the Keswick 
stream reports come in equally encouraging. 
Richardson's drive, including two years’ 
cut of nearly nine millions, is safe. The 
same may be said of W. H. Lawrence. R. 
A. Estey received a despatch Tuesday night 
that his cut of one and a half millions on 
the upper Tobique was in the main river. 
Beveridge’s drive of about three millions, 
and Hale’s of three or four millions, on the 
same waters, are also reported in the main 
river and perfectly safe to come. Randolph 
& Sons received a letter today from D. H. 
Keswick stating that his drive of three 
millions on the Grand river got out on 
Saturday. The water is still too high to 
permit of rafting operations. Small rafts 
are, however, arriving at Springhill daily, 
and are being bracketed and despatched to 
St. John as soon as a raft is made up.

Set at Liberty.—On the queen’s birth­
day Major-general Herbert cabled his con­
gratulations to all the royal Canadian regi­
ments, including that at Fredericton, and 
ordered a remission of all unexpired mili­
tary punishments. As a consequence, 
privates McMurray and McElroy, of the 
R. R. C. I., who were serving a term in the 
county gaol, under sentence of a district 
court martial, were set at liberty Thursday 
afternoon.

First Salmon.—John Lyons caught 
first salmon, Tuesday morning of this 

week, that has been taken in the Miramichi 
this season, so far as we have heard. It 
was a nine pounder. Senator Snowball got 
the fish for $2. Salmon are said to be com­
ing up river in great numbers. The easterly 
storm prevented the setting of nets at the 
mouth of the river, and the fish got id safe­
ly. This will be all the better for tffe 
anglers.—Chatham World.

^jnaway.—Considerable amusement was 
caiSîd-on York street Thursday night by 
the running away of Percy Eegecombe’s 
Shetland pony and cart, which dashed all 
the way out the street to the C. P. R. depot, 
resisting all attempts at capture, turning in 
the depot yard, and coming back at a ratt­
ling pace to King street, where a crowd col­
lected caused it to slow up, and the capture 
was effected. Fortunately the street was 
clear, and no damage was done to cart or 
harness. ^

Extra Good One.—Among the many fine 
York county horses is the three-year-old 
stallion, King, owned by W. H. Morgan, 
New Maryland. He is by B. D. Sewell’s 
Suffulk punch ; dam a Percheron mare by 
the old York county horse. King now 
weighs 1350, his dam weighed 1673, so he 
will likely be well up to the 2000 pounds 
mark when five years old.

Edgar’s, St. Marys, on Saturday afternoon 
and New Maryland on Saturday evening.

He is a valuable horse and his services will 
be limited.

The Trade In Blueberries.

The blueberry season has not opened as 
yet, but Mr. Wilmot, M. P., t>£ Sunbury 
county, who was in St. John t*o see the 
cabinet ministers in relation to the trade 
a few days ago, is preparing for it. He 
seeks to have the duty removed from the 
crates. It appears that the berries are sent 
in boxes to the states, sixteen boxes being 
contained in each crate. Duty is charged 
on the crates the first time of entering, and 
each time they enter afterwards they «re ad­
mitted free. Mr. Wilmot seeks to have the 
whole of the duty taken oft as few of the 
crates ever return.

As an indication of the size of the blue­
berry business, which is growing rapidly, it 
is only necessary to state that last year be­
tween the stations of Welsford and Mc- 
Adam, on the C. P. R., $14,(XX) were paid to 
the pickers. Charlotte, Westmorland, 
Kent and other counties also do a large 
business.

Drowned at the Narrows.

The community of Stanley was shocked 
on Saturday last by the sad intelligence that 
Albert Kelley, son of John Kelley, of that 
place had been drowned. The unfortunate 
man was working on the Nashwaak drive 
and was engaged with a companion named 
Sulliyan in breaking a jam in the Narrows. 
When the jam started Sullivan rushed for 
the shore. Looking back he saw no signs 
of Kelley and at once gave the alarm. The 
accident happened just as the men were 
quitting work. The body was recovered and 
buried at Stanley. Deceased was a young 
man, a son-in-law of Robert Scott. A large 
attendance at the funeral attested the re­
spect that was felt for him in the village.

F. T. Chesley wins Mr. Wilmot’s gold 
medal for the best general athlete of the 
freshman class.

The first prizes were in'each case gold 
medals, of very handsome and appropriate 
designs, and the second or third prizes in­
cluded a number of beautiful and useful ar­
ticles.

Mrs. Bridges, wife of the Classical profess­
or, made the presentation of the prizes to 
the successful competitors. Altogether, it 
was a very enjoyable and Successful day, 
and the university students are to be con­
gratulated on their wisdom in again making 
the change from the fall to the spring.

Dominion Exchequer Court.
Judge Burbidge was engaged until 10.30 

Wednesday evening hearing the case of the 
Queen vs. the St. John gas light company. 
The case is based on the action of the de­
fendants dumping refuse matter from their 
works through a sewer into the harbor to 
the detriment of fishing and navigation. 
The case raises the whole question of do­
minion supremacy in the harbor of St. John 
for the purposes of the general regulation 
of navigation, marine and fisheries. A num­
ber of pilots were called who gave evidence 
that the matter discharged is a sort of tar ; 
that it sticks to the bottom of their boats 
and destroys the paint, and also causes 
stones and rubbish to adhere to them, ne­
cessitating frequent cleaning of the bottoms. 
John B. Wilmot and others were called to 
give evidence as to the injurious effect which 
tile discharge has upon fishing in the harbor. 
The defendants allege that ever since 1882, 
the year when they put the sewer down, 
the catch ot fish has increased.
