October Skies—All the planets save 
Uranus appear in the evening sky during 
the month of October. Of these, how­
ever, Mercury and Mars will not be vis­
ible on account of their unfavorable po­
sition. Mercury sets soon after (i o'clock, 
and Mars a few minutes later, while 
Neptune, rising more than ail hour after 
the other two have set, is visible on ac­
count of its distance. The moat brilliant 
object in the west for the month will be 
the planet Venus, which sets at 7.15, 
while in the east Jupiter and Saturn will 
be of increasing interest as the month 
advances. On the 1st of the month Ju­
piter rises at i). 40, and on the 31st two 
hours later. Saturn rises at 7.45 at the 
beginning of tho month, and at the end 
st 5.45. Uranus, as morning star, rises 
at 4.2C, and sets at 4.45 in the after­
noon. Jupiter now lies in the western 
part of the constellation Gimini, and 
Saturn in Taurus, southwest of the Plei­
ades and Hyades —[Ex

in scientific circles at present, and I may 
say that our “ celestial visitant" is be­
ing regarded with considerable apprehen­
sion. Mr. Richard A. Proctor, who de­
nied that it was the comet of 1843 and 
1880, now finds that he made a mistake 
in his calculations, and so has with­
drawn his statement. More cautious as­
tronomers than he have no doubt 
of the identity of the comet, and 
believe that it will return at the la­
test in October, 1883, and then fall into 
the sun, with results that will erfible 
you to dispense with the future publica­
tion of the IVurltl. I am assured that 
this is the opinion of the most eminent 
scientists of the day, Mr. C. Piazzi 
Smith, the clever, if eccentric, Astrono­
mer Royal for Scotland, in particular, 
having made no secret of his belief.

Rochester, N.Y.. Oct. ft—Professor 

Swift, astronomer, says no damage need 
be apprehended from the comet. It 
has already made its nearest approach to 
the sun, and is now receding. All re • 

Cameron re- ports about its falling into the sun are 
purely sensationaL In hia opinion it is 
not the comet of 1880, but may possibly 
lie that of 1843. The comet is jnoving 
on a curve of eight or ten yeors. The 
comet of 1880 was, as is generally believ­
ed, that of 1844. This certainly cannot 
bo the same The most interesting 
question just now is whether the comet 
has divided or not. ProE Swift has 
searched carefully, but lin* found no evi­
dence of this, although tho appearance 
of the nucleus indicates it is liable to do 
so at any time.

Phelps, N.Y., Oct. ft—Prof. Brooks 
this morning discovered the nucleus of 
the comet greatly elongated, and clearly 
split, into two unequal parts, a small, 
crescent-shaped envelope also being 
thrown ofl' ill front cf the head.

The observation of the comet by Prof. 
Brooks shows that the recent disturb­
ance in the head of the comet lias sub­
sided. The nucleus is now condensed and 
pear-shaped. The tail appeared brighter 
than usual, with a length of fifty million 
miles.

Rochester, N. Y., Ovt. 9.—The sepa­
ration of the nucleus of the comet into 
three party was again seen this morning 
by H. C. Mayne. This observation 
bears out his theory that toe fragmenta 
revolve about a common centre of gravi­
ty, alternately closing and separating. 
The separations occur in periods of four 
days.
