WARNS AGAINSTFOR FALSE ARREST.

Chinese Residents of Regina Sue Police 
Officials and Mayor.

Regina, Feb. 11.—The case of Wong 
Chung Lung, otherwise known as Mack 
Sing, a Chinese resident of this city, 
against Mayor J. W. Smith, Corporal 
C. J. Hogg, R.N.W.M.P. and R. J. Har­
wood, chief of ; the Regina city police, 
and' Constables Hoggarth and Gleddon, 
claiming $2,000 damages for false im­
prisonment, was commenced in the sup­
reme court today before Justice l’render- 
gast. The Suit is the result of a raid 
made by the police last year on the 
Chinese residents of the city in search 
of a missing Chinaman wanted in ■ con­
nection with the Steele restaurant pois­
oning. Thirteen similar suits by Chin­
ese citizens are pending, the present be­
ing in the nature of a test case. C. E. D. 
W ood appeared for the plaintiff, Nor­
man Mackenzie for Mayor Smith and 
J. F. Frame for the other defendants. A 
large amount of evidence was taken in­
cluding that of the plaintiff Chinese, 
Sergeant Sample, of the city police, and 
a reporter of the Standard.

A HUNGARIAN KILLED.

Washington, Feb. 8.—The Canadian 
postal authorities gave the six months’ 
notice required by the convention that 
they would no longer permit newspapers 
and periodicals to be mailed to points 
in Canada at the second class or pound 
rate ef postage. Up to that time there 
had been no postal harrier between Can­
ada and the Unitgd [states with respect 
to the transmission^ vf newspapers and 
periodicals through the mails. Papers 
posted at postoffices in the United States 
were delivered in Canada without pay­
ment of additional postage. The notice of 
abrogation of this agreement was protest­
ed by the United States postal uutflori- 
ties but as Canada has a legal right to 
abrogate this feature of the convention, 
the protest of Post Master General 
Meyer was without avail. After one 
year under this agreement the Canadian 
authorities reached the conclusion ' that 
conditions which they had forced upon 
American publishers were not to their 
advantage and sought a re-opening of the 
question. As a result a new agreement 
has lieen reached that legitimate period­
icals arid magazines may apply for and 
secure entry at the Canadian second class 
rate of postage at any office in Canada 
which may be selected for that purpose. 
The Canadian authorities gave assurance 
that all applications for such entry will 
receive favorable consideration if the 
periodical or magazine is of the legiti­
mate sort and not primarily designed for 
advertising purposes.

A further agreement has been reached 
under which legitimate daily newspapers 
may lie mailed in the United States to 
post offices in Canada at the pound rate 
of postage. This is a restoration of the 
old order of things as far as -the legiti­
mate daily newspapers is concerned, and 
is a step in that direction for the maga­
zines and other periodicals. While Am­
erican publishers do not under the new 
arrangement secure all that is believed 
that they are entitled to, Post Master 
General Meyer accepted the reccat pro­
posals of Canada regarding them as the 
wedge that would ultimately lead to res­
toration of them in their entirety or 
the conditions that formerly prevailed.

A telegram has been received from 
the deputy post master general of Can­
ada advising that the public and all post­
masters of the Dominion were notified 
yesterday that the agreement had gone 
into effect on the 6th inst.

Struck by Engine on Tracks at Fort

Fort William, Feb. 11.—A Hungar­
ian was killed on the C. P. R. early 
this morning.

Traversed Country by Dog Trains.
"My feet knew every trail leading 

out from this hill, and many times 1 
have passed with my dog train ove.r 
the very ground where this church 
stands, as I went otf to missions in 
the north,” said Father Lacombe, and 
the congregation, looking on the 
white-surpliced, white haired, old mis­
sionary, who can still speak with such 
vivid interest, felt .themselves trans­
ported to the. early days of this “glori­
fied trading post.”

In tire sermon at high mass the old 
missionary made a strong -appeal for 
more consideration for the lialf-breeds 
at the hands of the inflowing tides Of' 
white people. He spoke with heart­
felt gratitude of the services rendered 
the early missionaries and traders by 
the half-breeds, the simple, hospitable 
people of the plains, and he mourned 
the inferior position to which they 
are now relegated. It was a pathetic 
protest against circumstances which 
he felt would not be altered, because 
lie said, “You new-comers who come 
in now and spread over the lands like 
streams dividing you, do not know 
what i\e who came first owed to the 
charity and goodness of these half- 
breeds, who gave us so warm a wel­
come. You do not know. But the 
Canadian government, which has. al­
ways tried to be just to these people, 
realized the truth that these people 
formed the link in Canada between 
civilization and barbarism ; that they 
played a very important part ill the 
history of this country, and made its 
settlement and development possible 
without bloodshed or delay. So I ask 
you to remember this when you have 
to do with the half-breeds, and treat 
them with/ some portion of the good­
ness shown by them to the first set- 
tiers here."

Against Mixed Marriages.
In the evening again, Father La­

combe spoke, the main topic of his 
address being mixed marriages. He 
admonished his congregation not to 
endanger their faith by contracting 
marriages outside the church, for dur­
ing his years of missionary work he 
had seen so many of such marriages 
end in religious indifference, and 
children who grew up without proper 
religious instruction.

‘the greatest good to" the greatest 
hqmber,' with respect to the proposal 
that the government acquire existing 
railways in the province and construct 
a railway into the northern portion 
thereof, this House is of the opinion 
that at this juncture, such proposal 
is inopportune and ill advised.”

Halifax. Ffeb, 11.—Within a few weeks 
immigration officials expect that immi­
grants will lie pouring into Halifax at 
the rate of four or five thousand per 
week, and if this keeps up during the re­
maining months that the European 
steamers are running here, all records 
for numbers landing at this port will be 
broken: About March 1st it is expected 
the rush will begin. Labor conditions 
are improving now and 7 or 8 boats will 
be docking this week, which will mean 
an average of over 4,000.

Toronto, Feb. 12.—The Directors of 
the Ontario Jockey Club announce a 
plan for the encouragement of horse 
breeding in Ontario which has been 
under consideration for some time. 
The Club has appropriated $1,000 to 
be distributed in premiums for stal­
lions at public service in Ontario.
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More Smallpox in Winnipeg.
Winnipeg, Feb. 12—Several more 

cases of smallpox have been reported 
in the city during the past iew days 
and though the epidemic is mild the 
school board has reached the decision 
that all children must be vaccinated 
or show proof of recent vaccination be­
fore attending school. Outside of the 
smallpbx the health of the city is very 
good, there being a lower percentage 
of diphtheria than during several 
years. This is satisfactory because 
that disease represents the highest 
mortality rate.

Vancouver, Feb. 12.—The C.P-R.

aboard. The Dominion, immigration 
officer will not prevent the landing, 
but the provincial authorities, now 
that the Natal Aet is signed, must 
stop the Indians from landing.
