COLIN CAMPBELL 
SUFFERS BOOTING

Manitoba’s Attorney General Re­
ceives Just Desserts at Hands of 

Indignant Solicitor.

XVinnipeg, Oct. 29—Yesterday after­
noon a warrant was sworn out by 
Attorney General Çolin H. Campbell 
for the arrest of Edmund Howell, a 
well known barrister, upon a charge 
oi assault and battery. Mr. Howell 
went at once to the police station, 
where bail was given in.the sum of 
$3,000. The case will come up in the 
police court this morning. It seems 
that Howell and the attorney general 
met yesterday afternoon shout half 
past two in front of the Merchants’ 
bank building on Main street. A few 
words passed between them, after 
which Howell is said to have taken 
Colin H. Campbell by the scruff of 
the neck end to have expedited that, 
gentleman’s passage across the street. 
The incident, it is understood, was 
witnessed by a considerable number 
of people. ;

Indignant at Client's Treatment.
The scrap was the aftermath of the 

election. It was the result of Mr. 
Howell’s indignation at the treatment 
which his client, XV. A. Carson, receiv­
ed -at the hands of the attorney-general 
on Sunday night. It will be recalled 
that early Simdfty night. XV. A. Carson 
was arrested by an employee of a de­
tective agency in the city and wqs 
railroaded into the provincial jail, 
where he was denied tlie right of com­
municating with his friends, while 
his friends were refused admittance to 
the jail to bail him out. Howell, ac­
companied by bondsmen and by a 
judge, to accept tlie bail bonds, vis­
ited the jail at II o'clock at night and 
was refused admittance by .the. guards, 
who claimed that they were acting 
undei instructions—no doubt, instruct-, 
lions from the attorney general’s de­
partment.

Called Him a “Blatherskite."
Howell thereupon telephoned Mr. 

Campbell, asking him to telephone the 
jail and instruct the guards to admit 
him and. his party. Mr. Campbell 
gave him curt and discourteous ans­
wers, stating that the night was too 
inclement ,fnr him to go out, and re­
fusing to telephone tlie jail. Upon 
being remonstrated with, the amiable 
attorney general, according to Mr. 
Howell’s statement, made at the time, 
called him a “blatherskite,” prefacing 
the term witli an adjective, and hung 
up tlie telephone. ,ir

As a result of Mr. Campbell’s “in­
structions” Mr. Cajison "remained in 
jail all night, and wda subjected to 
indignities by the guards, presumably 
also under “instructions.” In the 
morning, when Howell again present­
ed himself at jail, technical objections 
oi Various kinds were entered by- the 
attorney general’s deputy, and it was 
two and a half hem i s before he suc­
ceeded .in libérât kg the man. The 
entire proceedings, savoring as they 
did of Russian buaureaWratic meth­
ods, put Howell- in no very cordial 
mood toward Mr. Campbell, and upon 
meeting him yesterday afternoon be- 
lore the Merchants* bank building the 
trouble occurred as noted above.
