There is no sign of caplin yet and no­
thing is being done by the hook and 
liners.

From A. J. Pearce (Twillingate to 
Trümp Island), June 3rd.—The total 
catch is 316 qtls. with 114 for last 
week. From 25 to 30 traps are fish­
ing but no skiffs or boats. Prospects 
are not very good and poor work was 
done this week. On Monday and 
Tuesday some traps got very fair 
catches but during the remainder of 
the week, owing to stormy weather 
and the strong tide running, only a 
few secured anything. There is a very 
poor sign of cod with the jigger.
