BALTIMORE, To-day.

Vice-President Davis of Baltimore
and Ohio issued a statement late to-
day. In expressing'his belief that the
pier fire of this morning was of in-
cendiary origin, he said the investi-
gétion places this conclusion almost
beyond the possibility of a dombt.

Even
rough varieties of fish, such as. skate,
polloek, etc. is making as mugh as
sixteén shillings per stone or thirty
cents per pdund wholesales Many of
the fish shops and fish frying restau-
rants have had. to close down on ac-
count of the scarcity and dearness
of fish. With the adoption of up to
date methods, Major Green says,
there is every hope that Canada will
eventually be the premier fish pro-
ducing country of the world. ¢

ADMISSIONS OF GERMAN OFFICER

A captured officer of considerable
intelligence -and individuality has
made some interesting statements,
among which was one to the effect
that he expected the Americans next
spring to continue the offensive at
Ypres. He added that he was looking
to America to build one hundred
thousand airplanes. He declared that
there would be no general withdraw-
al of Germans in Belgium, but they
will fall back fighting for each posi-
tion. He said significantly that there
had been a decrease in the morale of
the German troops and that men were
losing respect for theire officers.

THE ITALIAN SITUATION.

WASHINGTQN, To-day.
Virtually one thousand square miles
of Italian territory have been overrun,
more than 120,000 Italians have been
made prisoners and in excess of 1,000
guns have been captured by the Ger-
man-Austro-Hungarian armies in
their eight day drive from the Ison-
zo and Carnic. From the east the
enemy invasion on the centres—of the
front is now well within gun range
of the Tagliamento River, where it
has been presumed that General Ca-
dorna will turn and make a stand.
The Italian Commander in chief, how-
ever, has not yet brought his troops
about to face the enemy but is con-
tinuing his retreat with the rear-
guards harassing the advance. Just
where Cadorna proposes to give bat-
tle has not become apparent, neither
is it known how well the northern
and southern flanks of his army are
keeping pace with the retirement in
the centre. ¥ According to the latest
Berlin official statement announcing
the heavy losses of the Italians in
men and guns, engagements success-
ful for the enemy have taken place
on the Tagliamento Plain, while the
Rome official announces that there
has been fighting on the hills of St.
Daniele del Triuli, northwest of
Udine, and from four to five miles
east of the Tagliamento. Meanwhile
preparations to aid the Ttalians in
their hour of extremity are being
rushed by all the Allies. Jules Cam-+
bon, General Secretary of the French.

.we all know,” says Overseas, “but
what is the part that it is to play in
the development of our cmpire when
peace comes?

“No man is better .able to answer
that question than Lieut. Col. Lord
Montagu of Beaulieu, whose pioneer
work in motoring and_aviation is too
familiar to need recapitulating.”

Empire must be a source of weaknesjs
