Fox Hunt.—The last meet of the season 
took place on Saturday last. A large 
number of ladies and gentlemen assem 
bled to have a farewell run. The hounds 
threw off on the farm of Mr. Thos. McCrae, 
and after an exciting run of about three 
miles the fox was caught on the farm of 
Mr. George Murton. Mr. Naughton won 
the honors of the day, which he gallantly 
presented to Miss Hall, the first lady up 
at the death.

Douglas GristMill.—This grist mill 
—owned and put up by Mr Wm. Michie 
—is now in operation. The machinery 
was put in by Messrs Maxwell & White- 
law, of Paris, under the superintendence 
of Mr Saunders, and gives every satisfac­
tion. The mill has three run of stones : 
one for merchant work, one for gristing, 
and one for chopping. It will be of im­
mense benefit to the people in that section 
of Garafraxa, and we have little doubt 
Mr Michie will be well repaid for his en­
terprise and public spirit.

Attempted Suicide.—On the 7th inst 
a boy named John Donald, aged 10 years, 
and residing about Hawksville, was sent 
to a neighbor’s (Mr John Winn’s) to take 
home a saddle. Hqgwent to the barn with 
the saddle, accompanied by some children, 
and told them1 he was going to hang him­
self ; whereupon the children ran to the 
house and told Mrs Winn. She immedi­
ately ran to the barn and saw the young 
man hanging by a rope, his knees con­
siderably bent. Mrs Winn ran to the 
house and got a knife and cut him down, 
when to all appearance he was dead, be­
ing quite black in the face. Soon after 
she saw signs of life and alarmed the 
neighbors. Drs Vardon and Lount were 
sent for and in a short time the lad was 
brought around. He was for a long time 
unconscious, but hopes are entertained of 
,his recovery.

The Sufferers.—It is pitiful to read 
the long list of shareholders in the Com­
mercial Bank, which occupies two and a 
half solid columns of Nonpariel in the 
Daily Globe. The capital is set down at 
$4,000,000, and the shares at 40,000 in 
number, with a par value of $100 each. 
In almost every city and town in Canada, 
and in very many places beyond Canada, 
there are sufferers by this deplorable dis­
aster—the more to be deplored because 
the proper steps were not taken to prevent 
it. From the Christian.names, it is plain 
to be seen that hundreds of women— 
widows and orphans probably most of 
them, who had their little all, it may be, 
locked up in these delusive securities— 
are sharers in the general calamity. The 
frequency with which the word Trustee 
occurs proves that the bank stock was 
largely availed of for the investment of 
trust monies. But in an especial degree 
the failure will be felt by the little seclu­
ded community of chief-factors, chief- 
traders, and others at the Red River Set­
tlement. Commercial Bank stock seems 
to have been a favorite with the present 
employees of the Hudson’s Bay Company, 
as well as with those who have retired 
on their earnings from the service ; and 
the news of the failure will fall like a 
bombshell not only upon the people in 
the valley of the Red River, but upon the 
occupants of solitary outposts hundreds 
of miles in the interior.—Stratford Beacon

Police Court.
Before T. W. Saunders Esq., Police Magistrate.

Monday, 11th.—John Hold, a drover 
and butcher who lives in Flora was 
brought up this morning, charged with 
having stolen $215 in American silver, 
from Wm. Kinnear, a drover who lives 
in Toronto. It appeared by the evidence, 
that they were going to the Harriston 
fair, on the 31st ult., and met at Zings 
tavern. Hohl who had John Biggar, of 
Elora. in company having stopped there 
short time before Kinnear came up. 
They went from there to liothsay together, 
and stopped at the Dutch tavern in that 
village. The prosecutor had his money 
in a satchel, under his buggy-seat, and 
previous to his going into the tavern, he 
looked and saw that it was there. He 
did not remain more than five minutes 
before he went out to start, the others 
having been gone about two minutes, 
but when he went to look for his money 
he found it was gone. He made enquiries 
about it, and instead of going on to Har­
riston remained all night in Rotlisay. He 
was under the impression that the prison­
er, with whom he had been for a long 
time acquainted had taken the money for 
a “ lark,” and that it would be restored 
the next morning. But when he met 
the prisoner in Harriston the next day, 
and asked him what he had done with 
the silver, he laughed and said ho “took 
no silver.” The prisoner showed prosecu­
tor what silver he had, which consisted 
of a number of packages tied in a hand­
kerchief, none of which he c mid recog­
nize as having been his. The latter then 
enquired of Biggar about the money, but 
J^e said he knew nothing of it, 
and told that he had lost some 
money the night previous, and that Hohl 
had given it to him again. There were 
two points in Biggar’s evidence particu­
larly noted; one was, that the prisoner 
went out of the tavern and got into the 
buggy a short time before he did ; and a 
second was concerning a switch, which 
was doing duty for a whip, and which is 
likely to do duty in Court when the case 
comes up again. The prosecutor says he 
had nothing of the kind, the witness on 
the other hand thought, but was not cer­
tain that he had, and is sure, that the 
prisoner had one with which lie advised 
his animal after they left Rotlisay, and 
which he said he took from Kinnear’s 
buggy. Here the case rests until Wed­
nesday morning, when the prosecutor 
will l prepared with witnesses. The 
prisoner, on wh< ~o behalf Mr. McCurry 
appeared, was admitted to bail, himself 
in $000, and two sureties in $300 each.

Arts’ Exhibition.—There was a slight 
decrease in the attendance at tfiis exhibi­
tion on Saturday night, no doubt owing 
to the fact that the business arrangements 
of Saturday night are not favorable to 
those who patronize such exhibitions get­
ting to them. The following very at­
tractive programme has been arranged 
for this evening : Music by the Band. Mr. 
Brown will sing Kathleen Mavourneen. 
Messrs. H. & C. Walker and Wheatley, 
a glee ; the Misses Keating a piano solo ; 
Mr. Howell, song, “ March of the Came­
ron Men; Messrs. Brown, Jones, Savage 
and Burr, a chorus ; Mr. Vale, a cornet 
solo ; Mr. R. Millar, a song. Some im­
provements have been made on the plat­
form, which it is believed will be advan­
tageous to the musicians. An address by 
Dr. Howitt is anticipated, although that 
treat will probably be reserved until to­
morrow evening.

WhoLKSALB Emigration.—During the 
past week upwards of 150 individuals left 
Restigouche for various parts of the 
States, but chiefly for California. Some 
have left large farms and comfortable 
houses. The Morning Journal says ;— 
“It seems as if some infatuation had 
seized the people for the moment. Not 
qne has been compelled to leave for the 
want of employment, nor for want of 
plenty to sustain nature.” The Freeman 
adds : “The emigration unfortunately 
is not from Restigouche alone. North­
umberland is fast losing its population,

The Firbs in Edinburgh.—An investi- 
tion is being made by the civic author­
ities into the circumstances of the late 
fires in Edinburgh. The sufferers in the 
Royal Infirmary arc, in nearly every case 
making a favorable progress. At a meet­
ing of the Justice of Peace Court in Edin­
burgh the Lord Provost took the oppor­
tunity to contradict the rumor that the 
military had been called to the North 
Gray's Close fire, from an apprehen­
sion of Fenian incendiarism. He had, 
he said simply called them out to aid the 
police, lest the lire should have spread 
further. He was collecting particulars 
as to the services of several persons 
who had been Instrumental in saving 
life in Canongatc, with the view of con­
ferring upon them medals for their re­
wards. It was felt that more lives might 
have been saved had the city been fur­
nished with a fire-escape. It would be 
the duty of the Town-Council to procure 
one as soon as possible. The magistrates 
had the surplus in hand of a former fund, 
from which they would give relief to 
those who suffered from the fires. They 
would also take measures immediately for 
looking into the system of selling-and 
preparing fireworks in the city.

An Extraordinary Strike.—At Shir- 
land Colliery, near Alfreton, Derbyshire, 
on Thursday night last, while the men 
were as usual working the pit, one of 
them asserted that he had seen a ghost. 
The apparition was described as “in shape 
a man.” Instantly the news was spread 
throughout the pit. Soon the busy oc­
cupations ceased, and the colliers 
trooped together, with horror-stricken 
countenances, demanding to be taken to 
the bank. When those who were bqlow had 
thus left work and had come to the sur­
face, they met the “day shift” preparing 
to descend. The story was told, and as 
the news spread from mouth to mouth 
a similar horror to that which had pre­
vailed below seemed to be communicated. 
The day men refused to go down, and all 
the colliers thereupon returned to their 
homes. In this way nearly 200 men and 
boys have “laid themselves idle," and the 
ghost presumably hold possession of the 
pit. “_A collier was accidently killed in 
one of the workings a few days ago.

|£g”Tho Globe tells a good story of an 
interview between the Bishop and his 
former friend and brother Presbyterian, 
Mr Jenkins of Richmond Hill.

Bewi^re of the Breakers.
(From the Trade Review.)

The ship Confederation has now been 
fairly launched. A gallant ship she is, 
and gallantly has she set sail. Every­
thing at present betokens a prosperous 
career. From east to west the country 
is prosperous, and the hearts of the peo­
ple are' big with hope in regard to the 
future. Our Dominion possesses very va­
ried and valuable resources, and as inhab­
itants and capital flow into the country, 
these will be developed with greater ra­
pidity than could ever haye been experi­
enced in our former isolated position. 
We have already sufficient territory to 
accommodate fifteen millions of people, 
and when we add on the great North 
West, and the Pacific colonies, our coun­
try will be large enough to satisfy the 
wildest national ambition. The impor­
tant public works which the general gov­
ernment is about to commence will give 
our new Dominion an impetus in the path 
of progress, which must render Con­
federation a great success, ‘ Tis thus our 
new ship of state sets out on its voyage.

But are there no breakers ahead ? 
Many a noble craft has started from port 
with colours flying—everything indicat­
ing a successful voyage—only to bedash­
ed upon some breaker and hopelessly lost. 
How stands it with our new Dominion, 
from which so much is expected ? With 
all its bright prospects, are there no 
breakers in its pathway ? We answer, 
yes ; but there is only one which has 
really to be dreaded, and that one we 
propose to point out. It is not the diffi­
culty which exists with Nova Scotia, or 
which is supposed to exist. We have 
sufficient faith to believe that the states­
men of that noble Province, now that the 
excitement of a fierce party contest is 
dying out, will not be so extreme as to 
advocate the disruption of the Union now 

) favourably begun. If we are disap- 
4ntei in this expectation, we have con­

fidence that the people of Nova Scotia, 
when the great issue of Union and 
strength, or separation and weakness, is 
squarely placed before them, will not 
consent to go back to their former isolat­
ed and insignificant position. No ; it is 
not Secession proclivities on the part of 
Nova Scotia that we consider the great­
est danger of our new Dominion, but 

nothing very different.
What is the breaker then ? It is sim­

ply the danger that, as in the case of the 
Great Eastern, the expense of running 
our ship of state may be made too great. 
Cheapness is a necessary element of good 
government, and no greater danger, in 
our opinion, lies in the way of the Do­
minion of Canada, than that the burdens 
of the people may be too rapidly and 
heavily augmented.

There is reason to apprehend that, un­
less economy is practised by our public 
men, the expense of Confederation must 
prove e msiderable. Fret of all, the 
machinery of our new government is 
somewhat complicated, requiring a large 
number of officials to keep it in motion. 
The general Parliament is comprised of 
181 members, and the Local Legislature 
of a still larger number in the aggregate. 
There are thirteen Cabinet Ministers at 
Ottawa and five in each of the four local 
cabinets—making a total of twenty, be­
sides a few without portfolios. Each of 
these Ministers is surrounded by the same 
number of deputy heads of departments, 
and numerous other officials, none of 
whom are able to live upon nothing. 
There is no denying that summing all 
these up together, they make quite a for­
midable establishment, and that the ex­
pense of keeping them up will amount to 
a large sum annually.

But this is not all. There is certainly 
looming up before the Dominion & large 
increase of public indebtedness. The 
total amount for which the central Gov­
ernment was responsible on the let of 
July last, when it commenced business, 
was about $75,000,000. Thio put on an 
annual charge for interest to the tune of 
about $4,250,000, but it could not be con­
sidered a very great burthen. Before ten 
years, however, we should not be surpri­
sed if this debt and interest were double 
There is the expense of the Intercolonial 
Railway, say [at least] $30,000,000 ; then 
there will probably be $5,000,000 or $6,- 
000,000 for the North-west territory and 
opening it up; if the St. Lawrence or 
Welland Canals are deepened, or the Bay 
of Verte Canal made, at least $10,000,- 
000 more may be set aside ; then the de­
fence measures which some advocate, 
will absorb several millions more. These 
expenditures, with the increase of our 
means of communication with the East­
ern Provinces, and several other contem­
plated improvements, would make our 
public debt a heavy encumbrance.

This, then, is the breaker ahead ! The 
Dominion must not run too rapidly into 
debt. Territorially, the country is largo, 
but it is yet only sparsely populated. Our 
resources are great, almost inexhaustible; 
but these resources are yet largely unde­
veloped. The different governments, 
therefore, should be conducted with the 
strictest economy. Extravagant ministers 
should be at once cashiered. Public im­
provements, however desirable in them­
selves, should pot be undertaken too ra­
pidly. There is danger of moving too 
fast. It should never be overlooked th&t 
we scarcely number 4,000,000, souls and 
to increase our debt and the cost of gov­
ernment, too much at first, may seriously 
check the advancement, if not ruin the 
bright prospects of our young country. 
The rock of extravagance may endanger 
the ship, if skilful pilots do not guide her 
off so dangerous a breaker.

Shall this breaker be guarded against ? 
The people look to their rulers to do it.
It can easily be done if true patriotism 
rules in the councils of.the country. But 
if our politicians are careless and indiffer­
ent, if they allow, party necessities to 
gauge our expenditures instead of the 
wants of the Dominion, then serious con­
sequences may result. We expect better 
things from the gentlemen whom the 
people have, elected to our various Legis­
latures. But it can do no harm to point 
out their duty. If Confederation is to 
prove as successful as expect it to be, 
this rock of expense must be shunned. 
The people must not be heavily taxed. 
Let our rulers then, “ beware of the 
breaker !”
