THINKS INDUSTRIAL
BUILDING GOOD IDEA

Calgary, in Her Eyes, Is a City 
Beautiful With Fine Streets 
and Is Remarkably Clean;

. Rolling Ground Presents Op- 
, portunity for City Planning

Mrs. Katherine Yates, noted Hawaii­
an authoress, arrived :n Calgary \ few 
clays ago, and found, much to her sur­
prise, what a finely situated city Cal­
gary was ard how blessed witn. brigx t 
warm, sunny weather. Mrs. Yates de­
clares that she has never been so 
struck with a city as with Calgary. Its 
growth, its youthful enthusiasm, and its 
boundless possibilities have all im­
pressed themselves so on her mind 
that she can only see for Calgary a 
very great future indeed

Mrs. Yates gave the following inter­
view to The Albertan yesterday:

“Calgary is the most astonishing city 
that I have ever visited. Because of 
what I knew of its phenomenal growth 
I expected to see a city in the making, 
and therefore a sort of crude, unsub­
stantial, temporary superstructure, 
erected over what I had heard was an 
undoubtedly firm rock foundation. 
Hence my astonishment at finding, not 
flimsy, makeshift collections of cheap 
structures, but a city of really splendid 
buildings, business blocks, and resi­
dences of solid, permanent construc­
tion and of types of architecture of 
which to be proud. The strongest feel­
ing of the newcomer is that of incred­
ulity, that one city could by any pos­
sible means produce such a number of 
realyy beautiful buildings, each pro­
claiming its newness and its solidity, 
and the permanent interest back of it. 
That such rapid growth should show 
the characteristics of a flourishing tree 
instead of a mushroom, is what is so 
astonishing.

Excellence of Streets.
“One of the points .which has .struck 

me most forcibly is the excellence of 
the city streets. They are smooth and 
clean, miles and miles of them, and 
how the city has ever managed to keep 
them up to the phenomenal growth of 
Its expansion is a mystery to me. The 
roads in the outlying districts do not 
seem to be quite up to what the city 
streets- would lead one to expect, con­
sidering that they must act as feeders 
to a very great (^strict, but city fath­
ers who have sHpwn such wisdom in 
the handling of" - city affairs will not 

■ permit the condition of the highways to 
lie as a difficulty in the path of those 
who are helping Calgary to do the 
astonishing" things which she is going 
to do.

Making City Beautiful.
“Another thing which especially, 

strikes me is the attention which is 
beig given to the beauty of the city, 
and the -wonderful possibilités which it 
offers in that direction The rolling 
character of the country gives such 
great opportunity for effective work, 
and this opportunity is being so well 
appreciated and utilized. The terracing 
of lawns on the heights, and the tree 
planting both there and in the lower 
lands, speak admirably for the‘beauty 
of the Calgary of the near future. Still 
another thing which appeals to me is 
the excellence of the street car service, 
and the courtesy of its employee—con­
siderations which make greatly for the 
comfort of a large percentage of the 
inhabitants of any town.

“The magnitude and beauty of the 
new business blocks going up Is about 
the best advertisement which Calgary 
could have, for they show the abso­
lute confidence of those who know 
what the city has it in her to do, and 
their conviction that she is going to do 
it, and do it well.”

I have heard discussed here the 
question of erecting a building for the 
housing and furnishing of power and 
light to small industries. This is a 
new idea to me, but appeals to me 
very strongly. There must of neces­
sity, be many infant industries here, 
or likely to come here, which are not 
yet strong enough to stand on their 
own feet to the extent of erecting 
buildings and installing power, but 
which yet have within them the poten­
tial ties of becoming great and wealth- 
producing concerns. Those would thus

In WINNIPEG:
The city-is to have a motor hire 
service; Twenty cars will be 
running within threemonths.

In EDMONTON:
Seeding is practically finished 
in the older districts of Central 
Alberta; slight increase in 
acreage from 5 to 10 per cent, 
newer districts 10 to 20 per 
cent; pro-portion of various 
grains about as last year. Seed 
went in under excellent condi­
tions, making rapid growth.

In LETHBRIDGE:
Seeding is practically complet­
ed in Southern Alberta. Direc­
tor Fairfield, of the government 
experimental farm, states that 
95 per cent is completed. The 
acreage under cultivation is re­
ported the same as last year; 
it is estimated that about 70 
per cent of the crop is wheat, 
15 per cent oats, ten per cent 
flax, 5 per cent barley. The 
rainfall as recorded for the four 
months this year is 3.6 inches, 
an increase of 1.86 for the 
same period last year.

In CALGARY:
A party of 125 British farmers 
arrived today to take up C. P. 
R. ready-made farms. Ar­
rangements are completed for 
the location of a marmalade 
factory here. The celebrated 
town planner, Mr. Mawson, 
speaking at the Canadian Club, 
recommends two new bridges, 
reclamation of river embank­
ments and. islands, also con­
struction of large boating lake. 
It is stated that Calgary is al­
ready noted In other countries 
for the excellence of some of its 
domestic architecture.

Shirrtpo set itself some time ago the 
task of discovering the means whereby 
a man could assure himself of a life 
or 1U0 years. It arrived at the definïtè 
conclusion that this result could be ob­
tained by diligently following twelve 
precepts, which were formulated as 
follows: The first four are compara­
tively familiar, “Sp.end as much time 
as possible in ‘the open air.” “Go to bed 
early and rise early.” “Sleep at least 
srix hours and at most 7 1-2 hours in 
a dark room with the windows open.”1 
“Be moderate with tea and Coffee 
avoid smoking and alcohol altogether.”
