“May it therefors please your honorabie
House to maks such smandments to the
sxisting civil law of the Siobath as la
your wisdom muy be deemed necassary to
carrect the evi! complatned of, so that epen
desecration of the Lord’'s Day, by excur-
slons or otherw!se, may not be carried on
under the prolaciion of the law, and te
secure 1o your petitioners and all classes of
the pecpie the unjisturbed and peaceful
enjoyment of the Lord's Day and its ine:-
timable privileges.”
