¢ “Liet us glance at Confederation as Te~
garded io the light of some of its more
immediate financial consequences, .Ovr
remarks yesterday were cbiefly coufined
to the gonsideration of revenues which
would be taken by the general govern-
ment. We propose to devote a few
moments t0 the copsideration of some of
those items of expenditure of which the

general government would at once re-
lieve us, 1t is eaid to be ‘‘a poor rule
that will not work both'ways ;% and,
although we succeeded in pointing out
‘circamstances which wounld tend gredtly’
‘to qualify the loss of the custors rev
_eénue, yet, if the matter rested there,
‘the rule could scarcely be said to possess
.the merit of working “both ways.”
Taking the Estimates for tbe present
syear aswe find them printed, we discover
-that, under Coufederation, the geunersl
“government would at once relieve us of
*Mbkp@ndimm amountiog io the
aggregate to three bundred thousand
‘dollars a year, in round npmbers. The ]
principal items which go to wake np
this sum are :—Interest and sioking
fund; postal eervice; Governor’s ealary,
Judiciary; Customs Department; light~
houses, baoys, &c. &o. It is a notice-
able fact tbat the general government’
_pays the judiciary, including the ioferior
.as well as the superior courts; and tbgs
we should be enabled, at the expense
“ot"‘the 'general goveinmest, to provide
‘otreelves with a complete set-of Couoty
“Court Judgoes of legal ex perience; thereby
'relieviog the Colony of that olass or
.o fficisls known as 8 ipendiary Magis-
_trates. It shoold also be remarked, ;but:

“ Hig illness began :with rheumatism, whbich
visits hin at this season of the year—unfor~
tuoately itattacked the bladder and ' depend-
ent organs, and was attended with intermittent
fever, each attack of which lasted two hours.
t As soon 'as Dr:. Qorvisart saw the Emperor was
seriously ill be summoned Dr;Nelaton, because
the Emperor feels more confidence in him
than in' anybody else. Dr. Nelaton, howev-
er, has repeatedly told the Emperor. that he
was jincapable of attending as a physician—
for all his studies and practice have been dis
rected to a surgéon’a duties, Therefore Dr.
Nelaton commonly takes D;. Fauvel with him.
Genperal Fleury, seeing the Emperor seriously
ill, asked permission to send tor his physician,
Dr. Ricord, in whom he feels unbounded cons
fidence. ' These four: physicians met twice a
day in consultation, at 7 .e’clock a.m. and 9
o'clock p. m. The press wrote to the Duke de
| Persigny to appeal to the "physicians, and got
‘them to give their written opinion whether
| the Empress might safely go on to Corsiea, or
whether she should' retara at once to Paris.
Duke de Persigay assembled the pbysicians in
a room in . the .Palace of St, Cloud, where
Marshal Vaillant, Marshal Canrobert, Geuneral
Fleury and one* or two otber intimate friends
of the Emperor had met. ' Dr. Ricord at oace
declared be;could not—he would not take up«
on himself in the present illness of the Emperr
or to advise the Empress to quit France, takiog:
