Charles Ernest Paulmier, deputy from 
Calvados, whose wife, on September 20, 
went to the office of La Lanterne and 
shot M. Oliver, the editor’s secretary, be­
cause she asserted the paper had slander­
ed herself and her husband, and' M. 
Turot, the writer of the article which 
led to the shooting. The meeting will 
take place to-morrow.

It is rumored that Dreyfus has already 
been transferred from Devil’s island to 
Cayenne, where he awaits a steamer to 
bring-him to a French or Algerian pert.

ONTARIO ELECTION PROTESTS.

(From Onr Own Correspondent.)
Ottawa,"Sept. 30—“A black eye for

prohibition,” is Mr. Blair’s summing up 
of yesterday’s plebiscite. The Free Press 
says: “The adverse majority in the prov­
ince of Quebec alone is such as would 
make it absolutely impossible for the 
government to force any federal law to 
compel the destruction of the liquor in­
terests. As one gentleman in the coun­
cils of the land remarked, ’It would 
simply mean Quebec’s withdrawal from 
confederation. The province has ever 
stood for the maintenance of individual 
rights. It was .so when the land was 
stricken by the agitation on the Mani­
toba school question. It was so at an 
earlier day in the history of Canada, at 
the time of the rebellion, and it holds 
good to-day.’ ” This is taken here to in­
dicate the opinion of the secretary of 
state, the father of the fioott act.

London, Octi 1.—A special despatch 
from Shanghai says that telegrams fur­
nished by the taotai, or local governor, 
to the Chinese paper there allege that 
the Emperor Of China committed sui­
cide after signing, the decree which plac­
ed the Dowager Empress at the head of 
affairs in China. This to understood to- 
mean that the Emperor was assassin­
ated. Another special report from 
Shanghai says the announcement of the 
death of the Emperor is confirmed. The 
reports as to the means employed in his 
taking off differ. One story has it that 
he died by poison, and another that 
death was caused by strangulation;- 
while a third states that he w»e subject­
ed to frightful torture, a red' hot iron'be­
ing pushed through his bowels.
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But Mr. Martin had another mission. 
He formally made application on behalf 
of his government to the federal govern­
ment for the transfer of Yukon or Klon­
dike to the territorial - sovereignty of 
British Columbia. There is not, how­
ever, much reason 1» believe that the 
proposition will be acceptable to the 
government or-to the people, although he 
says British Columbia would abolish the 
royalties.

He declined to say, in answer to a 
direct question, whether he would re­
gard the cession of a port and territory 
for an all-Canadian route to the Yukon 
from the head of Lynn canal as sufficient 
compensation for the surrender of the 
sealing rights. He would prefer first 
to speak with his colleagues, he said. 
He contended, however, that the persons 
who own sealing vessels are not the only 
ones to be thought of in the event of a 
decision being come to that would in­
volve the withdrawal of Canadians from 
pelagic sealing. The industry, he says, 
is quite as important to the men who 
get their living out of it as to the men 
who have capital embarked. The prac­
tical difficulty involved in the settlement

Montreal, Oct. l.(—Special)—Hon. Jos­
eph Martin, in an interview here to-day, 
said: “ Although in the late election
the Turner government carried 16 seats 
out of 38, about eight of these were won 
by majorities of 25 and under. The real 
fact is, the election was a veritable 
Waterloo for Mr. Turner, and if the 
present government went to the country, 
as it bhra right to do, Mr. Turner and 
hto friends could not, in my opinion, 
carry a single seat. N6e are not, how-' 
ever, worrying et all -in regard to our 
position, as we expect to meet the bouse 
with a good majority. If we do not, of 
coarse onr remedy is to immediately dis­
solve tile house.

“ With regard to the boundary ques­
tion. I found that the Canadian commis­
sioners had taken, every precaution, as 
far as I could observe, to collect all 
available evidence in faVor of the Cana­
dian contention, and I am satisfied that 
nothing will be left undone to secure a 
just and fair decision.

“ I did not say to anyone that the gen­
eral sentiment of the Pacific province 
was unmistakably in favor of a recipro­
city agreement. What I did point out 
was that a partial measure might un­
favorably affect certain British Colum­
bian industries, while a similar Injury 
from a general measure might be com­
pensated for by the general good to the 
whole province. Onr agricultural inter­
ests, for example, are by no means iden­
tical with those of the East, and free 
trade in agricultural products would af­
fect the markets of British Columbia, 
especially in the Kootenay district.

“ As to sealing, I hopê the Canadian 
commissioners will consider the rights 
of the men employed in this industry, as 
well as those of the capitalists.”

Hon. Mr. Martin will spend a short 
time in Ottawa and then leave for the 
West.

Montreal, Oct. l.-(Special)-The Wit­
ness says editorially : “Owing to the ad­
verse majority in Quebec the total ma­
jority in favor of prohibition in the coun­
try is bnt small. It is, however, a dis­
tinct majority, and Mr. Laurier plainly 
promised that as the people ordered so 
the government would legislate. The 
government in this country is by ma­
jority. No government would scruple to 
rule by virtue of a far less majority than 
one of twenty thousand votes, nor does 
the government count it necessary to 
have a majority in every province. One 
province, indeed, is just now ruling all 
the rest beçanse it cast a majority 
large enough to obliterate all minorities. 
That province should not expect to rule 
all the rest when it fails to wipe out 
their unanimous majority, 
one province has to be ruled by all the 
rest. If the members of parliament are 
ruled in this matter by -their constituent 
ties, a considerable majority of them 
will demand and support prohibitory 
legislation.
