The royay reception eommittee met
last night in the city hall to' receive the
report of the committee appointed to
draft a programme for the reception of
the Duke and Duchess of Cornwall and
York. ’

In the absence of Mayor Hayward,
Senator Templeman was #ppointed chair-
man.

His Honor Lieut.-Governor Sir Henri
Joly was also present and took a lively
interest in the proceedings.

Mr. Moresby, honorary secretary, read
the report of the committee, which con-
sisted of the programme ‘of the reception.

The chairman explained that the pro-
gramme had been drafted after a good
deal of discussion and careful considera-
tion. It was a tentative one and the
«committee wished it to be undersood that
it was subject to variation or altera-
tion, to suit the popular wish or the exi-
gencies of the case. It should also be
remembered that the programme must
receive the sanction of Lord Minto be-
fore it could be finally settled, and it
was desirable that it should be submit-
ted to the Governor-General as soon as
possible.

Senator Macdonald read from a New
‘Zealand paper an account of the royal
reception at Auckland and thought some
of the features might be taken as exam-

les.

. Ex-Mayor Redfern took exception to
some features of the "programme, not
from a spirit of fault-finding, but; as he
pointed out, because it included alto-
gether too much. If carried out in its
entirety, it would occupy every moment
of Their Highnesses’ waking hours
while they were here. He thought the
.corner-stone laying could be cut out with
advantage. He also'suggested that the
civic address might be presented at the
parliament building instead of the city
hall.

Mr. Helmcken, as a membder of the
programme commitbee, said the pro-
gramme was submitted to the meeting
subject to amendment. The committee’s
jdea was to secure to everybody a sight
of the royal visitors,

Mr. Pierson agreed in some measure
with Mr, Redfern. He urged that efforts
should be made to ensure the success of
the agricultural exhibition, and that oth-
er features: of the programme ‘shouid be
subordinated to that end. i

Mr. Shakespeare also spoke of the im-
jportance of making a success of the ex-
hibition. and hoped the reception com-
mittee would do all in,their power to
have the naval review and the presenta-
tion of medals at the exhibition grounds.

Senator Macdonald suggestel that Col.
Gregory might arrange that the review
and presentation .of medals be-held at
the agricultural grounds:

Two of the Nippon-Yusen-Kaisha
steamers were at the Outer docks yes-
terday, the Kaga Maru, which arrived
in quarantine late Monday night, dock-
ing at 9 in the morning and leaving a
few hours later for the Sound, and the
Kamachura Maru, arriving from Seat-
tle at 10 and leaving in the evening for
the Orient. Boeth of them are fine large
vessels and handsemely furnished, but
the Kaga attracted the most attention,
as this is her maiden trip, she being
one of the three vessels recently launch-
ed at Nagasaki for the company. Out-
side of Baron Iwasaki and party, in-
cluding his three sons, who it was an-
nounced yesterday would arrive by her,
she had few passengers, the only others
in the first eabin ‘being Lady Gordon
and her maid and M, Sweet.
landed here, and will proceed east over
the C. P. R. and then to Burope. Yes-
terday Baron Iwasaki and his party were
the guests of Mr. Charles ‘Wurtele, the
local agent of the Nippon-Yusen-Kaisha,
in which the Baron is largely interested
and was shown the city by that gentle-
man. Yesterday was spent in sight-see-
ing, and this morning the party took the
Charmer' for Vancouver on their way
across the continent. The Kaga had
an immense cargo of general Oriental
freight, of which 50 tons were landed
here. The Kamakura took from Viectoria
Mrs. Dretette in the cabin, and six Jap-
anese. Her long stay here was occasion-
ed by waiting for a pasSenger who miSs-
ed *the boat at Seattle, and came over
on the Rosalie to join her.

Capt. Bkstrand, of the Kaga, reported
having spoken in mid-ocean the Norweg-
ian steamer Guernsey, which was looked
for to arrive at this port on Friday
last, having been chartered to load lum-
ber at Hastings mill for Vladivostock.
The Guernsey had broken her shaft, and
lost her propellor, but she was again on
her way, the officers having accomplished
the task of setting a new shaft and at-
taching the propellor to it at sea. This
is believed to be the first time such a
feat has been accomplished at sea. Her
captain asked to be reported to his own-
ers, which ‘Capt. BEckstrand, of eourse
did. 'The captain of the Kaga also pre-
pared a report of the circumstances for
the press, which follows.:

On July 1 at 11:15 a. m., when in
latitude 46 degrees north, and in longi-
tude 169 degrees 40 east, he sighted a
steamer broad on the port bow. Notic-
ing also that she was not under control
he altered his course and bore down
on her. On approaching the tramp the
latter signalled that she would send a
boat on ,board, and shortly afterwards
her captain came alongside. He stated
that the vessel was the Norwegian steam-
er Guernsey,' 13 days out from Muroran,
and bound for Portland, Oregon. ’l'hqy
had broken their tail shaft and lost their
propellor, and the econdition of -the help-
less vessel in consequence was grave in
the extreme.
