Hon. Richard MocBride is not yet
ready to announce amthorxtatlvely the
composition of his cabinet. That will
come in a few .days, however, zyccord-
ing to the announcement made in the
Premier’s behalf by Hon, Capt. Tatlow
in the legislature yesterday.

The interrogation which elicited this
inforpation was by Mr. Joseph Hunter,
almost immediately after the opening of
the sitting. He based his question, one
of privilege, upon the prospective slate
as - published iu the Colonist, asking if
it were true that the gentlemen named
were to compose the cabinet—and if the
slate was not an entirely ¢orrect fore-
cast, was any part of it correct, and if
€0, what part? He did not think that
this was asking too much, and he be-
lieved the country would appreciate a
candid answer.

On another” point, he asked whether
or not the President of the Council was
sitting in the House as a salaried minis-
ter? Until the act of 1899 was passed,
the position he occupied had been un-
recognized by the constitution. He could
hardly believe, that Hon, Mr. Tatlow
would be so foolish as to expose him-
self to penalties of $500 a day, but the
point might well be answered definitely.

In reply, the President of the Council
caid that the Premier had as yet no an-
nouncement to make respecting the com-
position of his ministry. This would+be
Cisclosed,. however, in-the course of a
few davs. As for the second interro-
wation, he belicved the member for Cari-
boo would share his regret that he was
not in receipt of any salary.

Passing to the business of the day,
the representative of the government
presented the report of the House com-
mittee appointed to revise the estimates,
this report suggesting that retrench-
ment inight be made in items 2 to 11
inclusive, but leaving the matter to the
discretion of the government—the votes
being themselves untouched.

Mr. Hawthornthwaite, did not look on
this as fairly chargeable to the prov-
ince. .

It was
particularly desirable for the Crow’s
Nest Pass Coal Company to have this
difficulty terminated, and Colonel Prior
as a heavy stock owner in this company,
had been too ready to saddle the costs
upon the country instead of paying the
bill with his fellow shareholders.

Chamber of Commerce to Find

Yesterday evening’s meeting of the

Chamber: of Commerce proved a very
interesting one—no less than three very
important suggestions bearing upon mat-
ters affecting the welfare of Victoria
being put forward during the course of
the  evening. The firet: one was in re-
gard to the status of the dry dock at
BEequimalt, a member explaining that as
he understood it, the arrangement in re-
spect to the jurisdiction of the dock to
which the iDominion government and the
Admiraity are parties, ends very shortly,
when it might be possible for the city
of Victoria to secure control of the dock,
reduce the fees and operate as a busi-
ness enterprise in the iuterests of the
city. The other two suggestions of im-
portance aimed at the forming of a
shipping associatiom so as to keep =
watchtful eye on freight rate matters,
end the placing of a steamer on the run
to northern British Columbia ports
which ‘are now , only served by the
Union Steamship Company from Van-
eouver.
President Carter occupied the ehair,
and there was a bare quornm present.
J. Shannon wrote from Cloverdale,
saying the Delta people favored build-
ing the railway to Port Iells, which
would be much in the interests of Vic-
toria. The letter was referred to the
railway Icommittee.

'On the suggestion of Mr. Morley, it
was decided to give the question of the
iron and steel industry precedence over
all other business at the next regular
meeting.

A member next directed attention to
the dry dock matter. He said the dry
dock was occupied very infrequently, and
the terms on which the dock is operated
by the ‘Dominion expire in a year or so.
The Dominion government would be
glad to get the dock off their hands, and
the Admiralty intended, he understood.
to build a dock on the opposite side of
the harbor. It would, however, be a
great loss to the city to have the dock
pass into the hands of the navy. The

On the motion for supply committee,
Hon. Capt. Tatlow presented in lieu of
the  budget speech, what would other-
wise have been in part his ecriticism of
the financial conditions in " which the
province at present finds itself. He
made it very clear that the estimates
as offered to the House were the crea-
tions of the previous government, which
their successors had had no opportunity
to fully investigate and could not there-
fore set the seal of their endorsement
upon. He dwelt in detail upon the vari-
ous estimates of revenue, holding that
there had been miscalculation as to tim-
ber receipts aund returns mnder Chinese
revenue account. He anticipated that
the total overdraft on June 30, 1904,
would amount to $722,110, exclusive of
the overdraft on dyking account ($236,-
000), the supplementary estimate ($150,-
000), and deficiency .in the former I%-
nanee Minister's approximation of rev-
enues ($150,000), a total all told of
$1,207,000. The Fraser wmiver —bridge
balance had also to be provided for,

“While nresenting the estimates _of
our predecessors to the House,” said the
Hon. Capt. Tatlow, “the government
wishes it clearly understood that it dis-
claims responsibility. It will. be per-
fectly willing that the House make any
reductions or changes it seés fit. Nor
will the government be bound to ad-
here in any way to the items placed
here, if information obtainable °later
goes to show reductions possible, advisa-
ble in the public interest and the true
economy of the prowvince.”

He hoped the House would deal with
the estimates in. the self-sacrificing
spirit, in the hope of relieving the prov-
ince. of a portion of the grave financial
burden placed upon it at the present
time,

There was no budget debate, and the
House went at once into " committee,
with Mr. Huuter as chairman, passing
the entire main estimates before ris-
ing at 6:30. ;

On but few votes was their suggestion
of debate.

Vote 18—$5,940 for steam boiler in-
spection—brought forth a protest from
the member for Nanaimo city that the
working of this act was at present most
unsatisfactory; he asked that the vote
stand over for fuller information, and
this was ordered by the chairman’s vote
on a tie arising.

1 left for BEurope on the 28th of April
on the first return trip of the North Ger~
man Lloyds magnificent new vessel, the
Kaiser Wilhelm II. The steamers of
this line start from Hoboken, oppositg
New York, where they have just com-
pleted probably the finest  dock in the
world, it being constructed of
masonry, and covered in its entirety
with a warehouse built of steel. This
dock is arranged in such a way that all
of the docks can be ‘reached at any
stage of the tide.

On passing through the saloons of the
steamer, I noticed in the most prominent
places, life-sized painting of the Ger=
man  Emperor. A passing officer ex-
plained to me with a great deal of pride
that it was because the steamer bore
the name of His Majesty that his pic-
tures were so prominently displayed,
and it was also on that account that the
company and the builders were par-
ticularly anxious that this steamer
should be the finest in the world. I am
of opinion that the Germans succeeded
in building a steamer which so far as
saloons, cafes, dining roqQms, together
with about half a dozen elegant suites
of staterooms, are not excelled by any
other line. I believe, however, to bring
asbout these efforts they have sacrificed
toe much room, which might have been
used to better advantage by building all
the cabins a little larger. As it is, the
staterooms are entirely too small.
spoke to several passengers Ywho had
previously traveled on English lines, and
they assured me that they preferred
them, as they had more comfortable
staterocns, and the steamers ran more
smoothly.

We ‘had rather a rough trip. - I have
often heard it said that people do not
succumb to seasickness so quickly on
large modern vessels as they are built to
avoid vibration as much as possible. If
this is the case with other large steam-
ers, the Kaiser Wilhelm II. must be am
exception, for I never in my life saw
such a sick forlorn crowd as her 2,000
odd passengers presented during the first
three days of our voyage. The service
and cuisine in the cabins are excellent.

Closé of Big
Mining Deal

Particulars of Transfer of Bos-
cowitz Interest in Rich
Britannia Mines.

One of Most Valuable Gold-\Cop-
per Properties in the
Northwest.

Negotiations have been in progress,
and- have been practically completed,
for the transfer of the Boscowitz in-
terest in the rich Britannia mines.

These mines, which are situated on

Howe Sound, are counted among the
largest and most valuable copper-gold
propositions in the  Northwest. Owing
to their great extent and the quantity
of - low-grade ore in sight, it will re-
quire the expenditure of a large amount
of capital to develop them . properly.
The claims are owned by a syndicate of
mining men scattered all over the coun-
try, although many local men are also
interested. :

The Boscowitz interest in the mines,
which amounts to tliree-tenths, has been
the subject of much speculation. Nego-
tiations have been ‘opened a number of
times by different capitalists for Mr.
Boscowitz's interest, but the deals have
hitherto always fallen through. As Mr.
Boscowitz ‘'was not prepared to assist
extensive development of the property,
the disposal of his interests was gen-
erally regarded as the initial step to-
ward the mines being opened up as they
should. ;

Mr. Boscowitz stated that his interest
had been purchased by Mr. George H.
Robinson, a wealthy mine owner of
Butte, Montana, who has had the ac-
quiring of the interest in view for some
time. Mr, Robinson was for maay
yvears connected with Mr. F. Augustus
Heinze, the well known copper million-
aire. Some idea ‘of Mr. Heinze's esti-
mate of Mr. Robinson’s ability may be
gained from the fact that the former is
said to have paid the latter a salary of
$80 a day. A short time ago Mr. Rob-
inson mafle an extensive inspection. of
the Britannia mines, and from his pres-
ent action, was evidently well satisfied
with what he saw.

Mr. George H. Robinson, who pur-
chased Mr. Boscowitz’s interests in the
mines, * when ‘dsked "if he  had
made the purchaseé] answered in the
affirmative, but stated that the papers
had not yet been 'signed. Regarding
plans for the development of the mine,
Mr. Robinson statéd that as far as he
was concerned he‘intended to secure all
the available interests in the property
and immediately ‘commence work on a
large scale. This would of course b¢
subject to the approval of the other
shareholders, but ‘he expected that he
would not experience any difficulty in
that regard. ‘
He expected that if there was ne
hiteh in the arrangements, the work
would be commenced by the middle of
July, and by the end of that month he
would have about 250 men at work.
This force wounld probably be increased
t0 560 by the end of the year. It was
the intention to ship a large plant there,
and improve the road leading up to the
mines. He regarded the location .of
the mine as an ideal one as far as ship-
ping was concerned, and thought that
the ore could be handled very economi-
cally by means of the aerial tramway
that had already been surveyed. :
“Where will the ore be treated?” Mr.
Robinson was asked.
“Well, for the first year after ship-
ping operations are commence}l, I sup-
pose we will have to s°nd it to the
Crofton smelter, I think we will have
no difficulty in shipping over 500 tous
a day there. Later on, probably in
about a year, if everything goes all
right, the Britannia syndicate will erect
its own smelter plant and treat its ore
on the spot. The cost? Oh, the smelter
plant will mean at least the expenditure
of a half-million dollars.”
The amount invo'ved in the transac-
tion of the Boscowitz interests in the
mine is heing kept secret hy both of the
parties to the deal. It is understood,
however. that the three-tenths interest
brought in the neighborhoed of $100,000.

MISSISSIPPI LEVEE . BREAKS.

Six Hundred Square Miles of Farming
Lands Under Water.

St. Lounis, June 3.—A special to the
Post-Dispatch from Keokuk, Ia., says:
Six hundred square miles of rich
farming land along the Mississippi, south
of here, is under water. The Egyptian
levee broke during the night in two
places, and there are now more than 20
breaks in it. This levee runs from the
Mississippi at Alexandria to the bluffs,
and protects the town and shore as far
south as Hannibal from overflow of the
Des Moines. A strip of country 10 miles
wide and 60 miles long is now under
water, and the crops, which never look-
ed better, will be a total loss. Much
of the land overflowed has not been
flooded for 33 years.

A Big Strech of Country Along
Hunker Attracting Fresh
Attention.

A New Schedule of Fees For
Northern Miners
Licenses.

A big stretch of country along Hunker,
between Hester and Independence creek,
has been attracting a stream of stakers
the last ten days or two weeks, and still
has its fascination for the stampeders.
Scores of claims have been staged since the
first little stampede began, the latter pant
of April, and the relocation recorder has
been kept hustling to keep up with the
procession. Although the greater number
came in at the beginning, three to twelye
a day bave veen applyving for grants daily
of late. The exploiting of this strip of
wountry Is an exampie of how valuable the
once abandoned land may become, affer a
long interval, in the estimation of the in-
dividual miner. It is said that when the
ground was first staked in 1898 one man
put down a hole on the big flat area, and
failing to find anything, left it. All others
left their property on his cursory search.
Not long ago some new men appeared, and
after sinking in the vicinity struck rich
pay running from several cents to as high
as $14 to the bucket. The locality is on
a flat, but the claims run back as far as
the eighth and ninth tiers.

The new schedule of fees for miners’ li-
censes, representation and renewals, has
gone into effect. - Hereafter the miners will
not have to pay such heavy sums for the
privilege of opening the country and doing
the development work which makes and
maintains the Ywuwkon. The new fees are
$10 for grants: $10 for renewals, and $7.50
for a free miner’'s license, The orders-in-
council in which the new schedule was of-
ficially set forth arrived in the mail from
the outside last night, and will be posted
tomorrow. The rchange in respect to rep-
resentation does not ‘become effective until
the first of August. Ou and after that
date no cash payments will be accepted in
lieu of actual work on a claim for represen-
tation. The parpose is to make the holders

CLOUDBURST IN IDAHO.

Nez Perce, Idaho, June 3.—A terrific
cloudburst, accompanied by a heavy
storm of wind and hail, occurred at the
head of Lawvyers canyon about three and
a half miles southwest of Nez Perce,
vesterday about 3 o’cleck. Hail feli
to the depth of 20 inches in places along
the canyon, and destroyed grain over
an area about two miles wide by six
miles long. The water rushed down the
ecanyon as a solid wall 12 to 15 feet
high, -sweeping away the _ houses  of
William Sears and C. H. Hoxie. Mrs.
Sears escaped to the hill with her 4-
vear-old boy by wading water waist
deep. John Dempsey and his sister
Isubelld, occupying the Hoxie house,
were both drowned, their bodies being
found about one-half mile beiow their
home this morning with clething strip-
ped from them by the fury of the water.
The body of Dempsey was about eight
feet from the ground in a tree. He
leaves a family of five children, the
voungest a boy of 14 and a sister of
15, who were at home at the time, but
escaped to the hillside.
