The facs
that cases st down' for hearing in January
should have to lie for swelva months before
theydsn be overtaken by the court should
induce the anthorities, both here and at O¢-
tawa, to make additional appointments forth-
with,

Prison Reform.

The question of Prison Reform is likely ut
ao distant date to engage the attentien of the
suthorities. Thoss who ave best quabified so
speak upon the subject seem to think thas the
most practicsl way of arrmving ot s proper
scheme for' remedying existivg abuses iv to
appoint a parliamentary commissiop, This

The
urgency of the matter ix beyond question, end
it is to be hoped that the reform will he so-
companied by a better dissribution and clansi-
fication of privoners st t.0 oy polies
stations. Upon this and kindred subjects
atrong representations have often been made,
and they have proved of little avail ; buv now
that there is & disposition to take the matter
up the hands of the authorities should bel®
atrengthened. M, Blake's remarks on the
