The collection is unusually complete, almost

The pictures of Turner, Velasquez and many
other representative men of the different
sepochs in the history of art are hung on the
walls of the spacious art gallery. Great
credit is due to Mr. Downes, the efficient
agent of the O.S.A., for his zeal in the col
lection of interesting works.

The Italian landscape by Turner is be-
lieved to be genuine, though
not a very great work Capadian art-
ists as a rule are quite willing to
acknowledge their entire superiority. to
Turner, but the question suggests itself,
where is a man who can paint & valley with
its atmosphere and distance and mist even
as this is painted?
