Edward Hanlan Says It Is Due to im-
mense Deposits of Sewage and Debris
Sucked to the Mouth of the Intake.
Last night The
Edward Henlan, the world-
sculler, and asked him
Toronto’s water supply, as it .ia.
known that he has spent most of his life
on tho Island and is thoroughly intimate
with the bay and lake front and has been
giving a great deal of careful attention to
the question. Mr. Hanlan had no objection
to giving his views.
«In the first place,” said Mr. Hanlan,
“] have no hesitation in paying that the

water supplied to our citizens is not pure.:

It carries with it a weedy taste and_some-
times o fishy one. My opinion, and I speak
with iderable fidence, is that the
impurity is due to the fact that out on the
lake front, at the extreme end of the in-
take pipe, there is an immense deposit of
all kinds of debris and drifting matter,
drawn to that point by the powerful sac-
tion

induced by the pumps at the
umpirg station on

the city front.

ew peoplé imagine how powerful this
suction is and how great the area is over
which its influence extends. If you get a
good idea of the power of this suction you
Will soon see that the debris and floating
refuse both in the water and at the bottom
of the lake is drawn to the end of the in-
take pipe, and that it has been accumulat-
ing there ever since the pipe Was placed in
position. . As a consequence, the water that
we are now drinking filtrates through this
deposit of rubbish before entering the pipe
and takes its. flavor and some of its solid
contents from this matter. How deep this
deposit 1s I will not venture to say other
than that a good dredge would have to go
through a layer 10 feet thick before coming
to clean sand. If yon ask me how I know
this to be a fact I will point you to my ex-
perience, gathered at the time when the
water was drawn from the manhole at
Hanlan’s Point in Toronto Bay. Before
they began to pump from that point there
was 10 to 14 feet of clear water there
and no weeds or rubbish deposited
at  the bottom and extending for
an area of 100 yards in every
direction. They had not been umping
more than three months before 1 the re-
fuse of the bay seemed to concentrate in
that immediate locality, and before six
months were over there was ten feet of
golid rubbish lying all around the intake

ipe, and through which the water had to
1nzltrm,e before it entered the mains. This
state of affairs kept getting worse until the
engineers ordered the intake to be moved
away out in the lake, where it now is, but
the engineers av the time did not recognize
what was the cause of the impurity, and
took no means to pravent its recurrence out
in the lake. The same thing has been going
on out there and . the same results are now
to be met with. 1If this statement of mine
js true then some means must
be taken to prevent all this matter
sucked to the intake affecting the water
drawn thither, and I do not see any other
means of avoiding it than to build a large
cribwork of 200 feet square and lining the
outside walls with charcoal and also istri-
buting the suction over the large area of
