‘Why No¢ Try It'Ta’ Teronto, Too ? ’

The idea of utilizing the street cars for
the collection and despatch of postoffice
matter is being put info practice in Hud-
dersfield, England. The cars there have
each a letter box into which letters can be
posted as the car traverses the suburbs and
the city. The boxes are emptied by the
postoffice employes on the arrival of the car
at or near the central postoffice on ‘each
trip. If a person stops the car especially
for the purpose of mailing a letter a penny
is collected by the conductor and deposited
in the fare box. This doubles the cost of
sending the letter, but the advantage of an
immediate special delivery is secured, and
letters are greatly expedited by the

b The sch is yet an experi-
ment, but it is largely approved. One can
sasily foresee the great advantages that
would follow the introduction of such a
system in a city like Toronto. Every sec-
tion of the city would be in closest touch
with every other section. A person in
upper Yonge-street, or away out Queen-
street west could mail a letter atany
minute in the day and within half an hour
that letter would be due to 'be in the
general postoffice. Within another half
hour the same letter ought to be in the
branch office of the district to which it is
addressed. By using the street car system
the delivery of postal matter| in the city
could be fairly revolutioniz¢d. And not
only the city, but the suburbs could be
immensely benefited.. The suburban lines
could carry mail matter in the same
way. Without involving mueh change or
expense we could establish a quarter-hour
postal service with West Toronto Jnnction,
Mimico, Eglinton, North Toronto, East To-
ronto and the other suburbs. Hereisa
ckance for Postmaster Patteson to im-
mortalize himself. He ought to investigate
the practicability of the scheme as applied
to Toronto and report upon it to the De-
partment in Ottawa. If the scheme were
approved by the postmaster and backed up
by the city members the Government would
not hesitate in putting it to a pradtical test
here in Toronto. The city of Toronto is
.pérhlpl a more favorable place to try the
innovation than most other cities. The
whole street car system is under the control
of one company, and in making any arrange-
ment only one corporation would have to
be dealt with. We can establish an idesl
postal delivery in Toronto if the authorities
will adopt this suggestion, or if the people
will assert their rights and demand it.

TRADE TOPICS,

There wasa lively time at the Custom
House yesterday. - The cause of it was the
order sent out by Acting Commissioner
Thomas J. Watters calling special attention

to the requirements of section 35 of the
Customs Act, which 'provides “that every
entry of goods shall have thereon the de-
scription of the goods, the marks, numbers
and contents of packages) etc., such de-
scription to be in accordance with the in-
voice.” The said section further requires
*‘that the quantity, as well as the value of
the goods entered, shall be clearly shown.”

*“No terms will be allo'ed on entries
which donot give a description of the goods
entered, such as will enable the check
clerks in the depariment to determine the
particular item in the tariff which applies
thereto, and no entry should be accepted
and passed which does not show the exact
quantity of the goods entered, even though
the same;may be subject to an adgvalorem
duty'only. Neither should any entry be
accepted whereon there are any erasures
of articles or amounts.”

Compliance to these clauses falls heavily
on the drygoods and fancy goods men,
an indignation meeting of the Board of
Trade is spoken of. Mr. Watters, who was
in the city to-day, had a chance to see how
the new order worked, and has come to the
conclusion, after having interviews with a
number of merchants, that the order will
have to be modified. He said that the col-
lectors must use their own judgment in
some of the details called for in the cir-
cular.

In making out an entry paper, if
a figure is erased or an extension made,
the entry cannot be accepted by the strict
adherence to the order. In many cases it
takes hours to make out these entry papers,
and the injustice of such an order
will be seen. Many merchants have
sent to Ottawa for copies of the latest cir-
cular, and refuse to make out entries until
they fully understand the meaning of the
order. -

Toronto merchants have always borne a

igh reputation for honest dealing, and
why they should be subjected to such petty
annoyances from the Departmentis not
easily understood. Controller of Customs
Wallace, we understand, will be in the city
on Saturday, when merchants will discuss
with him this new order in all its bearings.

Reports from Washington yesterday are
said to be in favor of repeal of the silver
bill, and Wall-street securities had a fur-
ther advancs, Local dealings in stocks
continue on a limited scale. Money is
difficult to borrow on stock collateral, and
the prospect is consequentiy not good for
an advance in Canadian securities.

French Emigration to Canada,

Hon. Hector Fabre, Canadian Commis-
sioner at Paris,} France, was in the ciiy
vesterday. Mr. Fabre states that the
agricultural depression that has swept over
Europe thisyear has had the effect of mak-
ing the farmers of France think of better-
ing themselves. Most of the tillers of the
soil in France are very poor people, culti-
vating only small patches of land and just
barely ekeing out an existence in even good
times, and as the Canadian people have dis-
approved of the grinc!ple of the Govern—
ment rendering financial assistance to in-
tending immigrants I began to despair of
ever being able to get a colony established.
The problem which was thus presented me
has now, I hope, been satisfactorily solved.
In company with some friends I have
organized, with a capital of $100,000, the
societe fonciere du Canada, the purpose of
which is to make advances to settlers. We
seek out those who have large families, and
to the head of the house we advaunce $600.
This sum, with small interest, is repayable
in six years. In pursuance of our general
plan we sent out 25 families this spring and
settled them near Wolsey, Assinaboine dis-
trict. They are succeeding remarkably
well, and next year I will send out another
party.

Lord Dufferin is doing good work for
Canada, and if he retains his present posi-
tion will be the means of sending many
well-to-do persons to this country. Not-
withstanding what Parisian papers may say
of him, the people récognize him as a great
and a good man.

Editor World: I observe that the usual
annual farce of an assessors census has
lately been enacted and that owing to the
usual unsatisfactory results of it ‘a census
has been ordered to to be made by the
police, but whether the‘y are to be paid
for their extra services or>not I have not
seen stated.

Indeed, the only reliable
census that we can have at present
is the city directory which gives not only
the names of the greater portion of the
adult population but the house number of
every vacant house in the city. As to how
many times the number of names should be
multiplied to give the total population has
long ago been well ascertained. And if

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The Canada Bank Note OCo.'s Pr
Destroyed—Loss $150,000,

MowrrEaL, Oct. 19.—Fire broke out in
the building occupied by the Canada Bank
Note Company in Oraig-street, at 1.30 this
morning in the second story. The care-
taker gave the alarm immediately, but be-
fore the brigade reached the scene the
whole upper portion of the building was
in flames, Second and third alarms were
sent in calling out the whole brigade. The
firemen worked hard to prevent the flames
from spreading to the adjoining buildings.
The flames, however, made great headway

|owing to the inflammable nature of the

stock, and it looked as if it would be
futile to try and confine the fire to
the building. The smoke as well as
.the flames were intense and at times swept
ncross Fortification-lane in the rear in al-
most suffocating volumes, whilst myriads of
sparks after shooting skywards fell and  in-
termingled with it, forming a spectacle of
weird but intense grandeur. In spite of
the efforts of the firemen the flames spread
to the roof of the building occupied by
William Clendinning & Sons, founders and
stove manufacturers. The Bijou saloon to
the west of the Canada Bank Note Co, was
completely gutted. All that could be done
was done to confine the fire, and it was got
undér control about an hour after it started.

The loss on the building, stock, ete., is
estimated at $150,000. 'fho insurance on
the Bank Note Company’s stock is $40,000,
divided between several companies. The
building belonged to Jesse Joseph.

—in all 8s. 4d.

Sharpe, Archbishop of York, was wont
to acknowledge that it was the Bibleand
Shakespeare jointly which had brought
him to that ancientsee.

ook gumed over 2000 when he left
Leeds, and Grimshaw, in the wild dis-
tricts adjacent to the Brontes’ home,
preached habitually thirty-six sermons in
a fortnight.—Temple Bar.
