But to 
the surprise of friends and the assem 
bled relatives of the supposed deceas 
od, and to the undeataker himself, the 
corpse he had come for was no longer 
a corpse, but was returning once more 
to life. No ice had been placed about 
the body when at first it had been be­
lieved she was dead, thinking, perhaps, 
that life might not be extinct; after­
wards this was forgotton. The watch­
ers, who sat all Thursday night with a 
cold corpse, had on Friday night a 
warm body, with the blood apparently 
in good circulation. On Friday, to 
ward midnight, they found the eyes of 
the corpse of the night previous wide 
open, looking at them and conscious of 
what was going on about her, though 
she was unable to speak or to move. 
The physician was summoned by the 
family, and every effort exhausted to 
sustain this life. This appeared im­
possible, and it again disappeaaed. At 
three o’clock Saturday morning there 
were no symptoms of life, and the 
physicians pronounced her dead. This

But those who looked were astonished 
by the appearance of the eyelids,which 
appeared to quiver, though they did 
not open. The body was found to be 
again warm and the heart beating. The 
funeral was postponed, but the warmth 
passed shortly from the body, and its 
death became apparent, while the odor 
of putrefaction was not to be restrain­
ed. Sunday there was no change or 
indication of life, and in the afternoon
