It is stated
that he has been seen in Boston since
his arrival.

Gentlemen from head quariers are
now hard at work investigating the
atfuirs of the Savings Bank, and it is
said the disclosures that are daily being
made are startling. Up to the present
time the books show a deficiency of
about $16.000, and some one hundred
and fifty pass books yet to be examin-
ed. We are not ina position npw to
make public how this enormous defal
cation could have been carried on for
so long a time without being discovered
by the Government. VanBlarcom had
also borrowed large sums of money
from private individuals, and his
liabilities in this direction are supposed
to  reach npearly $4,000. Fourteen
attachments have been issued against
him, and all his real snd personal
property has been seized by such of his
creditors as were fortugate enough to
secure the Sheriff’s services first. Some
suppose that the Government will take
steps to secure his arrest, the bonds
being only for $4,000. A considerable
amount of the missing money must be
in his possessiop, it is thought, 3s it has
not been discqvered that he has paid
any of his debts. e had been in
office about four and & half years.
This unfortunate affair places his wife
and two small cbildren, in a positign
that entitles thew g the sympathy of
all.

New Yorg, May 19.—The first deliv.
ery of the revised edition of the New
Testiment is to be delivered at twelve
(midnight) tosnight by the American
and English publishers; 400,000 copies
have been stored for weeks with
agents, but in accordance with the
{ plan of the publishers they are not to
be given to the public till May the
20th, the day fixed for the simultan-
| eous appearance on both sides of the
Atlantic. The book is from the
Ciarendon University press of Oxford
Eogland. Already a score of American |
| publishers have been announcing edi
itions, and m-ny schemes have been
| tried to surreptiously obtain a copy of
|the work. It is expected that an
enterprising printer will put composi-
| tors to work to night setting up type
| for fresh editions. There will be no
leopies sold at retail by agents. Ar
rangements have been made with
retailers, who will unquestionably have
a greater immediate sale than of any
book ever published, and almost every
hookseller has already immense orders
for it. The Oxford editions are in four
difterent kinds of type and in twenty
two styles of binding; prices range
from 15 cents to $16. A tew copies
have for some time been in the hands
of the American Revision Committee
but they have been as carefully guard-|
ed as those in the agents’ hande.

Our pillars or markers were made &t
Detroit, Mich. They are hollow iron
castings, three~eights of an inch in thick-
ness, in the form  of a truncated pyramid,
elght feet high, eight inches square at the
botton and four inches at the top, as
before stated They have at the topa
solid pyramidal cap, and at the bottom an
octagonal flange one inch in thickness,
Upon the opposite faces are cast in letters
two inches bigh, the inscriptions,

“ QONVRNTION OPF LONDON,”

and ¢ October 20, 1818.” The inscriptions
begin about four feet . six inches nbove the
base, and read upwards. The interior of
the hollow posts are filled with well-
scusoned cedar posts, sawed to fit, and
securely spiked through spike holes cast
in the pillars for the purpose. The aye-
rage weight of such pillar when completed
is vighty-five pounds, The pillars ave all
set four feet in the ground, with their
iuscriptions faced to the north and south,
and the earth is well settled and stamped
about them  For the. wooden posts well-
seasoned logs are selected, to prevent
swelling and shrinking. These posts do
very well, but the Indians cut them down
for fuel, and nothing but iron will last
very loug.
