Quince Preserves.—Pare and core the 
quinces and let boil in clear water until 
tender. To each pound of fruit (weighed 
before boiling in water, of course) allow a 
pound of sugar, and boil the quinces half 
an hour.

Apple Dessert.—A simple apple dessert 
is made as follows: Boil half a pound of 
loaf sugar in a little water for 10 minutes, 
then add a pound of apples , peeled and 
cored and cut into small pieces and a 
squeeze o.f lemeon juice. Stir lightly till 
soft and free from lumps, then continue 
stirring, allowing the mixture to boil quick­
ly till it thickens. Pour it into a mold 
and leave till set, then turn out and serve 
with whipped cream or custard sauce.

Boston Baked Beans.—Pick over one 
quart of pea beans and wash thoroughly 
and soak over night. In the morning 
boil until the inside skin will crack when 
blown upon, then place in the bean pot 
with a quarter of a pound of nice pork, fat 
and lean, mixed, add a tablespoonfnl of 
molasses, a tablespoonful of salt and a 
teaspoonful of mustard. Fill the pot with 
boiling water and place in the oven and 
bake until done. From time to time fil^ 
the pot with boiling water to keep the 
beans from becoming pasty.

Pig’s Head Cheese.—Boil a pig’s head 
until the bones will drop out. When cold, 
chop fine and season highly with pep­
per,salt and sage: then put it into a ket­
tle, and to every quart of meat add one- 
half pint of liquor in which it was boiled. 
Simmer this slowly for half an hour and 
turn into deep earthen dishes, and on top 
place a plate with a weight upon it. Set 
in a cool place, and when cold cut in slices. 
If there is any danger of its not keeping, 
scald it over. Many put spice in it; but 
it is as well without.

Apple Dowdy.—Pare and quarter about 
one dozen of good tart apples, put them in 
a kettle with one cup of molasses, a sinaH 
piece of butter and one pint of hot water. 
Set this on the fire and let it come to a 
boil, and while it is heating make a paste 
with one pint of flour, one teaspoonful of 
cream of tartar, one-half of salaratus and 
a little milk. Roll this large enough to fit 
in the kettle, and when the mixture begins 
to boil, put the paste in, cover tightly, and 
boil gently 20 minutes. To be eaten with­
out sauce. This is very nice when the ap­
ples are tart and it is well made.

How to Propagate Plants from Cuttings.

In propagating plants from cuttings, the 
“saucer” system is usually most satisfac­
tory. This plan was advocated by the 
late Peter Henderson, and it seldom fails 
to produce good results if the propagator 
observes the instructions which the orig­
inator gave.

The Largest Cheese on Earth.

The World’s Columbia Exhibition of 1893 
is evidently going to be an affair of big 
things. Everything promises to be on a 
mammoth scale, and, therefore seeing that 
Canada is to take part in the fair, it is only 
right that she should do her share towards 
conveying an idea of the colossal nature of 
the exposition. Reference was made a few 
days ago to the mammoth cheese which 
Canada will exhibit at Chicago next year, 
and some further particulars in reference 
to this gigantic specimen of our dairy pro­
ducts are now given. The cheese wras made 
at the Dominion experiment dairy station 
at Perth under direction of Prof. Robertson, 
dairy commissioner, and will certainly rank 
as the mammoth cheese of the world. It 
weighs over 22,000 pounds and contains 
the curd of a day’s milk from 10,000 
A gigantic oaken press was erected for the 
purpose of constructing the cheese and 200 
tons of pressure was applied. The mould 
or hoop is made of steel boiler plate, five- 
sixteenths of an inch thick. The cheese 
will he turned upside down twice a week 
until perfectly cured, and already it has 
been pronounced perfect in texture, flavor 
ami color. The plans and preparations for 
its manufactures were so suitable and ade­
quate that not an ounce of curd was wasted 
or spoiled in the process. The cheese will 
be placed in the pyramid of Canadian dairy 
products at the Worlds Fair and will after­
wards he cut up and sold in pound blocks 
either in Chicago or in one of the large cities 
of Great Britain.

Peanuts Grown in Kings.

. Mr. XX'ill Ryan showed us yesterday sev­
eral peanut plants, to the roots of each of 
which were attached a dozen or so peanuts 
some of which-were full grown and ripe but 
the majority were not matured. Mr. Ryan 
got the seed last winter, intending to plant 
them in the early spring, as an experiment, 
but forgot to tlo so until a month after po­
tatoes were planted. There can be no 
doubt but that, if planted a month earlier 
the whole lot would have thoroughly ripen­
ed. Mr. Ryan’s experimenting is the first, 
we have heard of peanut culture in this 
part of the country, but we see 110 reason 
why it should be the last and perhapa pea­
nut raising will be added to Nova Scotia’s 
agricultural industries. The plant looks 
something like a bean plant, but the nuts 
are formed at the roots in clusters like po­
tatoes. —Star.
