WALL DECORATIONS.

As to walls, nothing is better than
a painted wall. Failing this, a plain
ingrain paper should be chosen.
When one has become accustomed to
plain walls, patterned wall papers
will never be used again. The plain
surface is much more restful to the
eye; it makes the room seem larger
and forms a much -better background
for pictures than a patterned paper.
For a sunny room, greyish greens or
blues are pleasant, and for a dull
room a clear and not too vivid yel-
low gives a sunny effect. Greens, if
not too bright or too dingy, are
nearly always restful and pleasant
colors to live with, but a room that
is much used should never be papered
red. It is a most oppressive ard tir-
ing color if used in large masses. On
the other hand touches of bright red
in a room are delightful in the win- |
ter and can be introduced by means
of cushions, mats, curtains, ete., and
replaced by something coolér-looking
in summer. Having papered the walls
do nct stick on them all the glaring,
inartistic calendars sent in by the
tradespeople. For pictures, a few |
good reproductions of famous paint-
ings in plain oak frames without any
trashy metal corners are better than

the terrible daubs in oil paintings
which one sometimes sees. There is|
