Both Chimese and Japs have many
shops, filled with their wares and
goods direct from their home-lands,
which are very interesting places.
The silk goods; needlework, notions
and rare and choice bits of China
and porcelain wares were so enticing
that our eastern lady friends could
scarcely be coaxed away from these
shops.

The Chinese sesm to be successful
gardeners also and a very common
sight is to see one trotting along
the street in the morning with two
great baskets as large as apple bar-
rels filled with vegetables and fruit
and carried on a long stick balanced
over his shoulder. The presence of 80
many of these orientals make ‘the
labor difficulty in the west a small
one, for both town and country do-
mestic and otherwise, compared with
ours of the east. All the work in the
railroad line either repairing or
building new, at the saw mills and
on the fruit farms that we passed,
and in hotels seemed to be done by
these people.

Vancouver Island which is upwards
of three hundred miles in length and
from ten to forty miles wide, has
been very ' sparsely sgettled or develop-
¢d so far. It contains much fine tim-
ber, coal and other minerals and
ood agricultural possibilities. The
C. P. R. have recently acquired a line
of railway that goes part way
through it and with the railroad
they received o grant of one and a
half million aeres of land along the
line which they are pow investigat-
ing with the idea of selling to set-
tlers or developing, and all this
makes Victoria hopeful that their
turp. will yet come to grow commer-
cially. Its shipping trade is consider-
able but it is too far west as we
are too far east to share in the
benefits of the development of cen-
tral Canada to any great degree.

It however has a future as a great
residential locaticn, with an ideal
climate and surroundings, and we
can almost see the wheat-growers
and traders of the plains moving to
Victoria, when they are tired of the
rolling prairies and long 'winters of
their section, and building up a great
palatial city in this location, where
the death rateis said to be the
lowest of any place in the world,
and where every prospect pleases.
