OFr the many attempts which have been made by
benevolent individuals and associations, for the in-
struction and civilization of savages in various
parts of the world, a very few only have succeeded :
but by an attentive comparison of the methods

which have proved successful, and of those which

have failed, we shall arrive at principles, -upon
which we may act with confidence in future un-
dertakings.

One very common cause of failure has been the
attempt to inculcate religious and moral instruc-

tion, without a sufficient basis of the habits of :
