Thepupil's own wnting
was thus partly covered by his hand anud pen, making it more
conventent to look up at the successive werds in the cupy, which in
the ordinary copy-hook, pupils are nul very apt to do,  Another
benefit was that the paper did not get suileq by the hand before
being written upon,

used clsewhere, was to have but half of cach page waotten the first
tune gmng thrangh the buok.  Un writing the seeond half of the
page the improvement, or iack of i1, made by the pupil become very
apparent, and the desirs tiat it might show mprovement caused
superior cffort.
