When we see the mode
dxcplaun«r the m:mner, when we sce the
rite \nppl.mtm«r the spirit, there is always
danger, and that of the worst kind—the
dmwu of lapsing from Christianity to a
sort of P‘I'nuusm, and placing an idol in
His roum, who is a Spint, and must be
worshipped in spirit and in truth.  And
while it should be always intelligent and
spu.taal, it should be always seemly and
decorous. Let not any one think that
when he is unmannerly in the house of
God, he is practising evangelical simpli-
city rvather than dﬁobeymg the clear
apuostolic preeept—« Let all things be
done decently.”  And when we “allow
our worship to be unseemly in any res-
pect, our prayers to be informal, con-
fused, and dogmatic; our praise to be a
harsh discordant noise, instead of a grave
sweet tone of melody; our communion
service to be, what it too often is, a series
of preachings rather than a devout con-
templation with solemn thanksgiving and
a loud-voiced amen—Ilet us remember
that the apostle is not for us but against
us.—From Sermon at the rcopumnn- of
St. Giles’, Edinburgh.
