in foraign jails, After touchiog again on the
appointment of the sacrst commityes, which

THE POCKETIKNIVES FOUSD ON COUGHLIN,

Cuicaco, Ila., Dec. 2,—When Judge McCon-
nell’s Court oprued thir mornirg in the Cronia
case Mr, Forrest procseded w offer evidence
contradictory of the testiruany of Conklin re-
garding the knives, said to be Cronin’s, which
wers found in Dan Coughlin's possession.

Augnst Loewenstein, a tailor on Olark street,
near Washington, testified that on April 27th
Dan Ooughlin bought a pair of trousers at his
place, they were not a good fit and one of his
men sltered them. Coughlin waited in the
stora for them and then put them on., And
changing his trousers the ex-detectivy took all
the articles he had carried in the old trousers
pockets and transferr-d them to the new gar-
ment. Among them were two koives, Wibtness
was shown the knives put in evidence Friduy
and declared them b0 be exaotly lhike those he
saw that day. He noticed them particularly in
the stora, because ha wanted Couxhiin to let
biw take one aud he would not. Witasss said
to the best of his judgment shey wers the same
knives,

On the oross-examinadion witnees insisted
that the date was April 27vh. Couchlin’s name
was 0ot oo the books because it was a cash traus-
acu:on.

Ex-Deteativa Loawenstain, Coughlin’s part-
ner, awora thas he recognized one of the knives
as the one Coughiin had carried for a long time,
the other one he was pretty sure of, bus nut
positive,

After a slight delay, Judge Wiag resumed
his argumeno fur the defeace.

Judge Wing said as hs ended Saturday so he
began to-day with the daager aud uatruss
warthiness of circumutansial evideoce. Afier
dwelling for some time op this poing, be, for the
tirst time, referced %o the testimony agsinst the
«uspecta, That part of it given by Salcon-
keeper Nieman was peked up and the side
faroutable to the defence vh.:owo to the jury.
The reluctancs of the witnexs to positively
identify Cougblin an1 Kunzs ae the ones who
hnd cowe into his saloon oo the might of May
4 was argued upon ut grent iesg b, and inas-
much as the wiiness hnd nob bren cartain of she
men there was rot, in the speaker’s mind, any
reagon to kelieve that ne was certan of she
date. Conrinuing on this line he argued thas
Nieman not being certain and ths Hylande,
on the otber hand, being mo:t positively
certain, the testimony of the latter should
receive the credence of the jury. *QOan the
night of May 4 P. O’Sullivan wad 1a his hone,”
exclaimed the adtornsy ; **if you d» not believe
it then you muat eet aside the testimony of the
entire honsehsld with which O'Sullivas lived.”
Attornsy Wing then tovk up Dan Ciugblin’s
alibi aund declarsd it was all right., He sad
that it had been charged that the witnesses had
commitied perjury. **If such was the faot,
why don’t they indiet and prosecute the pse-
jured.” Next the epcaker pr. cueded to belittle
the evidence of ‘* Major” Sumpaun, ufferiag the
‘' Major's” tough caarag.er as bis weapen. In
this tashion the speaker continued to dispore
of the numeroua phaces cf the trial. Tue sus-
pecks paid strict attention to every word.
They seemed to drink in each sentencs with
the eagerness of a wesry traveller in tho desert.

The idea of a aane man, while suupected of
murder, carrying for two weeks in hia packed
the knives of the murdered man wasa, in Av-
torney Wing’s mind, too ridiculous s proposi-
tion to be enlertaiied for & moment, The c.n-
apiracy aad ita relation to camp 20 nexy claim-
«d the advocate's attention. ** The case of con

trial in another oamp, the speaker characterized:
as uonsenee and absardity, and asked the jury
c:uld they as men believe 1t,

** As to the whise horse hired from Diuan,
the sttorney conmtinued, ' waa it likely that a
man who wascortemplating murder would have
hired a horss from a place ab whioh ke was
known? Iu haa been frequently asked why, if
QOoughlin’s conngction with the white horse wns
inpotent, why hasn’s the meu been brought
back, and why hasn't the man come back. I
wish he bad come back, bub the State with all
ite resources had been unable to bring him
back, aud neither has the defence, As for the
man_himself, thers is little reason why he
shoulé come back. It would bave been too
risky a thing to do with a prosecution sbvle to
identify anything and anybody. Thasy man
would have been identified by Mrs. Conklin,
He knew it and stayed away.”

At shis point the Courd adjourned until to-
morrow, when Judpe Wiog will continus his
§dd:au sund Attorney Iogham begin for the

tate.
