Serious
alarm is felt at the continued abeence of tever-
al patienta who were sflicted with sulcidal
mapla. Among those who made thelr eacape
wass Sogroe, the Grand Trunk workman, whe
shot at hie foreman., Yesterday ho presert-
ed himsclf at his mother's honse, Point Ss.

THE FIRE APPARATUS,

Mr. O'Rourke, the englneer of the aaylum,
atetes thut no less than eight streame ef
water from the asylom fire preteastlon service
were playing on the flames before the fire had
spread from the wing In which It origiaatad,
The water service of ths hespital consjsted of
& Worthington pomp on the river fromt,
which, through a five-inoh plpe, forced the
waler Inse a snnken tank In the asylum yard,
whence the water was pumped by a Blake
pump with feur -loch mmotlon into ten firon
tanks on theroofs of the highert winge. There
wat & fire plug, ooil of hese and branch In the
corridor of each flat in every wing, the hose
belng alwayr kept sorewed on to the plug.
All the streams used en the fire were service-
sble as far sx they went, and were kept
direoted on to the flames until the neszles
and hote aotually burned the hands of those
holding them, The flames were immediately
-under fwe ef she largest tanks and the iron
-ampply plpes xen right through the burning

mass, As a result the water was almoat, if
nut quite, bolling by the $ime it reached the
nozzles and they were only drepped when it

Mary A, Svahan, of Millbory,
Vermont, who wan an lnmate of the furious
ward, s missing, aad It Is feared died In the
flames, She belonged to oou of the hest
koown families in Vermont, and was a
private patlent. A Mr. Loanthier, & pre-
prietor, formerly of Si. P(l;carpe, was con-
duoted out of the ward in which he was oon-
fined but disappeared before ha couli bere
moved to any plaoe of detentlcn, One of the
attender t+ stopped him while trylng to run
back to the burning bulldiog on one ocoasien,
and it Is feared that on a second attempt be
may have succeeded In reaching the door
withont being seen. Mrs, James Mulhall,
daughter of John Sutton, ohief clerk of the
Intercelonis]l Railway mechanical super-
intendent’'s office at Moncton, snd who,
according to a report from that place, perish-
ed, ls saved and doing nicely, belng quartered
in the St. Isldore Convent, Mr. Curuell, of
Longue Poirt>, who areleted the O'Rounrkes
and Higgins in rescning the occupunts of the
women's Infirm ward, states that he couli
only seo four women at the windowa of the
furious ward, three at one window and one
at another.

Taking Leave of the World.

An Impressive Ceremony at the Villa Maria
Convent- Flve Nuns Take Thelr
Last Yows,

There was an unsually Impressive and in-
teresting religlous ceremony Saturday morn.
fog et the Vilia Marie Convent, which at-
tracted many people from the city, the coca-
slon belng the taking of the veil and final
vows by five of the religieuses of $he Con-
gregation of Notre Dame, The cersmeony
was presided over by His Gracs Arohblahop
Fabre and took placs in the large chapsl of
the Inatltution. 1 All the nune of the inatitu-
tlor, numbering’ ovor tw#o hundred were
presert as well at numerous friends and rela-
tiven ot the pattalacts wuoe, The alter of
the Blested Virgin was completely covered
with flowere and ornamenta of varions kinds,
Through a plate glaes In the body of the
maln alter conld be seen the wax-cevered re-
maios of 8 Chrietlan martyr from the Cata-
oombs In Reme, rlohly attired in ailk, satin
and gold, with a orown at the fest.

After Mass, whioch was celebrated by ene of
the ohaplains of the inatitutlon. Rev. AbLé
Onelletis, Saperior of the Semloary of St.
Hysaclnthe, delivered an allocation to the
nuns who were about te take thelr final leava
of the world, dwelling especially upon the
mystic mysteries of religions life. Though
they were making a great sscrifice in the eyes
of the world by roneuncing riches and ether
worldly attractlons and pleasure, they wounld
fiad coneclation in the qulet and peaceful
abode which they had evtored. After the
sermon the five nune, whe had partaken of
Holy Communlon, approached the main altar,
each carrying a lighted taper, surronnded by
a crown of white flowers, embtlematlc of &
pura life, and kniit down in presence of the
Archbishop, who wae attired in his sacer-
dotal vestments and wore & golden.colored
mitre on his head, Here each of the five In
roturn, speaking In loud tones, took the per-
petual vows of poverty, chastlty and obedi-
dence, acoording te the oconstitutlon of the
congregstion of Notre Dame de Montreal,
and invoked the aia of heaven, the Bleased
Virgin, St. Joseph and thelr guardian angels
in the step they were taking, Then as each
arose In turp, a black viel waas thrown over
their heads and this wae blessed by the Arch-
bishop. When this ceremony was done the
nons retirzed to Prie-Dieus near the chanael
and the Archblshop intoned the Impraseive
ahant of Te Laudamus, alter which he offared
up prayers alond for the new nuns, who have
been praying and fatting for several days
past, Among the new nuns are Sisters Mo-
Kenna, Clonthier and Tremblay.

ANOTHER ASYLUM HORROR.

Ten Idlots Roasted Alive in Their Cells at
Preston, N.X.

Urigs, N, ¥., May 8.—The larger portion
of Ohenango county bulldings, whiob for fifty
years past have besn lecatedot Proston, about
aix mlfn from Norwloh, were destreyed by
fire laat night about midnight and ten of the

inmates, poseibly mere, were burned. The
buildings dettroyed were the asylnm, In
which there were about eighty lnmates, and
thae pauper, house and idlet ward, in which
there were about forty lnmates. Bueth were
three storey wooden buildings In good repair
having winge of two ntoreye ln height. They
stood side by side, a driveway separating
them, They were valucd at $25,000 and in-
sared for $19,000 and are a $ctsl loss.

JUST LIKE LONGUXE POINTE,

The tarrible part of the disattsr was the
barning of ten jdieta who were penned in
tholr ce!ls and were roasted alive, The fire
atarted in this poition of the mala building
and as the inmates were aslesp and no sounds
were heard 1$ 1s probable that the amoke and
ganes amothered them before they felt the
pain of the fire, The origin of the fire was
probably toe emonldering sparke of a slight
fire which ocourred Woanesday afterncon,
Dsborah Dibtls, n feebls minded eld woman,
was smoking a pipa and set her clothing and
bedding on fire, and wans burned fatally before
the flames oould be extinguished.  Her
corpeo was buried last nigot, It is smpposed
thet the fire started frem some undiscovered
smouldering eparks from thle event. The
keepar was awakened by a paaper and at-
temptod to release the idiots, but was drivez
baock by the fire, He then ran through the
other bulidinge in his night clothee arousing
the inmatea and turning tiem out of doors,

BEFOGE FOUND IN CHURCHES,

The 1psane had some of them to be forced
out, and fought against refease, but all were
saved, Most of them were taken under guard
to the Methodist and Universaliet churohes
till other quarters were provided, and auch a
glbbering, motley copgregation was never
seen In churches before. Some esoaped and
took to the woods, where the sheriff and a
large pumber of depaties are hunting for
them. Keeper Malowaring rescusd several
ot the peril of his Iife. The scene at tnae
burning was indsscribabie and the herrors of
Longue Polnte were re-enacted on a smsller
geale. Demented and terror-stricken inmates
wandered aroand the burning piles in a hope-
less munner, The great wooden baildings it
up the hilla for mlles around. The coroner
will hold an lcqueat,

BOAITED LIKE BEASTS,

NorwisH, N.Y., May §.—Ihe excitsment
here aver the destruction of the poor house
and county losaun asylum is intense. All
who had friends among the unfertunate have
eagorly eought {nformatlon of their fate, A
procession of all sorts of vehicles haa been
going to Preston #ll day.

The Idiots were locked inand
roasted like beasts, Thelr unearthly soreame
first aronsed a pauper, Kdward Franois, who
alept near them, Franocls says he arose and
called Koeper Maf{awaricg, who oame down
atairs from his room in a burry.

NO ONE CuULD LIVE A MINUTE

By that time the building was a goner, and
tho folks inslde were scresming and callog
for help, but ne sne could live a minute in
there. Keeper Malowaring eays that whea
be was aroused hs did not walt to dress him-
gelf. bus bounded down stairs in hie bars
teet. Qo opening the door liadlug from the
ball $o the inside department, he saw the In-
terlor was one mass of flames and the smoke
overpowering. He attempted to resous tke
fnmetze, whe were shut in the celie, but was
driven back by heat and smoke. He then
ran out and gave the alarm, returned to his
rcom and dressed himeelf and then ran
through she corridors and aroused the paup
erp. Lo some inatances tao people wera dazed
and 1t was nocessary %o carry them bodily
down from the house.

Dr. (isllagher bave experlenced the ntmoak
brutality at the bands of the prison warders.
They have hasn punlshed severely for trivial
broaches of prison discipline. In the came
of Daly In particular. Alter hia refussl to
perjure himself at the Instigation of Pigctt
nnd the Tize's soliclior, he waa subjected to
greater harehneee than before, He was
nearly polsoned with a dose of belladonpa on
three occasions, but the Committee bave
reported that this waa purely the result of
accldent. They have recommended, however
that the men who were convicted In Soctland
should be changed toe a Scotch prleon, so they
may recolve the vieita of thelr frlends, te
which they are entitlsd under the rnles, and
which dictance and the povorty of their re-
I+ tlves have prevented them from receivliong,
The report oun the whote shows that confine-
ment [n an Iloglish prisen for an offsnse
connected with lrish politics in any way Is
far woree than an immediaste sentence to
death or banilehment to the mines of
Stberia.
