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Interesting Statistics of Popula-
tion — Commercial Resources -
Climatic Conditions of the Vari-
ous Distriots.

The immeuse amount of money spent
on tae Spanish war will likely turn out.a
most profitable investment for the neigh-
boring republic, even if the only colonies
zetaivned be Porto Rico and an island in
tbe Ladrones. Should the President see
fit to apnex the Pailippines the outlay
would seem trifling indeed. A writer in
she New York Herald, who has a good
grasp of the whole situation, says :—

In the first place, their naval and
military value will be considered. Aside
from the pussession of Porto Rico and
the certainty that whetber we actually
possess Cuba or not the mere expulsion
of Spain from heri_al.rongholds at the en-
trance to the Caribbean Sea and the
Gulf of Mexico is of i*zelf a matter of
the greateat military vaiue tothe United
Spates, it is impossible Lo estimate ip
dollars and cents what might be the
value of Porto Rico, strongly fortified
and garrisoned =2 an eastern and scuth
ern outpost on the higoway to the
Caribbean Sea, the Gulf of Mexico'and
the Interoceanic Sea, The strategic value
ot Cubs will be even greater than that of
Porto Rico.

The actual cash value of the new pos-
sessions of the conntry—what they would
bring if put up and esold at auction, with
all sneir real eatat? and improvements—
no one in Washington will attempt to
eetintate. An idea can be formed in
several ways, however, as to what they
are worth to the United Siates.

In the Pacific, on the highways to the
Orient and Auatralasia, the valus of
military and naval bases in the Ladrones
and the Puilippines will be very.great.
They will be poiats of call and of ssfe re-
fuge for Awerican commerce, which is
destined to assume v4st proportions In
the Pacific, and will be bescou lights of
Anglo-Sax:ncivilization to the bundreds
of millions jn the awakening Orient.

Such figures as can be given relative
to the commercial value of the new
coloninl posseasions which the war hus
placed at the disposal of itbe United
"S:ates are based. ot course, upon the con:
ditions which prevailed under Spanish
rule. '

Porto Rico, in proportion to its area,
was probably the most valuable of all
Spain's colopirl poasessions. With an
area of 8550 square miles, the Island
supports a population of 8§07 000. O
these inhabitants more than 500,000 are
white, an unusual proportion for a trop-
ical American country. T'hiu island paid
to the Spanish treasury in taxes about
4,000 000 pesos annually. which is equiv-
alent to about $800,0L0. The total
value of imports into the island in nor-
raai years amounted to about $18 C00.000,
and the exporis about $206 000 000. The
exports from the United States to Porto
tigo averaged about 32 250 000 per vear,
and the imports into Lthe conntry abiut
the same amount. .

With the irland in the posseesion of
the United States and the differential
duty in favor of Spanis 1 trade abolisbed
its geographical position will cause mcst
ol its commerce to flow toand trom tne
ports of the United States. It will
farnigh a market for large quantities of
tood producte, textile faprics, irou and
steei, and cual, and from it the United
States will receive principally coffer,
tohacco and sugar. It is in the line of
collee cultivation that the greatest deve-
lopraent of Porto Rico is expected in the
near future.

The island is also the healthiest of all
the West Indies, and when enlightened
systems of sanitation are applied to the
cities and towns it Will not bean unpleas.
act place of residence, especially in the
winter months, and when Saun Juan By
becomes the headguirters of the North
Atlantic naval station from November
antil April it will become n rival of the
Florida winter resorts for fashionable
touristy,

The island of Cuba has an ares of 41,-
653 equare miles, and before the begin-
ning of the insnrrection had a population
of about 1600000, but this has been
conaiderably reduced, and some esti-
metes place the present population as
low as 1200000 The revenues af Cubs
have been an important item in the
Spanish fiscal system, amounting in
normal years to about 25,000,000 pesos,
or about $5000000. Accczding to the
S:atesmen’s Year Book only about ten
per cent of the area of Cuba has been
brought under caltivation, The total
aonusl imports into Caba in normal
Years befrre the insurrection amounted
to from $635,000000 to %70.000000 per:
year, and the exports to about $95.000,
800, That by far the greater amount ol
this commerce will hereafter be with the
United States when there are no discrimi-
hations in favor of Spain is assured.

The commercial importance of the
Ladrones is inconsiderable. There are
lnall the islands of the group only about
ten thousand inhabitants; and the ship
Ments of the. United States to che island
thrt s to-be retained in this group will
probably be'limited to such ‘supplies as

The ares of all the islands in the group
is about 114326 square miles, and the
populationis varipusly eatimated at from
seven to ten millions The annual rev
enues under Spanish rule amounted to
about $10,000 U00. Tne anual exports
from the islands amount to about $20,
000 000. Tpe principal article of exoort
from the islands is hemp, which_grows
to greater perfectioa-therethan 1n any
other place in the world. The other
leading products are coflee, copra and
tsbacco. .

That gold exists in the Philippines
han long been known. Under the stim-
ulus of Anglo Saxon enterprine the depos-
its of precious metals would be develop<d,
and the Philippines would becone an 1m-
portant coutzibutor to the gold supply ot
the world.

The Sad Plight of the Wounded
on the Way to Sibocey=-Insufll-
ciency of the Hospital Eguip»
ments,

ITis & common phase now to say thst
war between civilized nations is a crime.
A fire-2ating parliamentarian filled
with effusive patriotism and an eye cn
approaching elections, would be a far
different person looking down the
muzzle of & rifle than he is when he
rises in his place in the House, thrusts
four fingers of his right hand between
the first and second button of bis Prince
Albert and leaves his thumb on the out-
side, cirries & roll of manuscript in his
left hand, poses like a bronze statune ot
a preat statesman in 8 public aquare
and then proceeds to nddress dramatic-
ally most unromantic repuriers, who re-
ligiously record every word said and
mentally wonders what sort of atull the
great statesman has been taking.

Taissort of pariiamentarian is fire eat
ing for election purposes only, H3 dis~
cases with gravity with some other
parliamentarian the trajectorr of a new
rifle, he talks learnedly of the line of tire,
and knows the diff rence Letween ram
parts, bastions and trenching tvols, he
gets back (o his Cirsar, and as Napier
w.ould sy /like the centarion who could
not forget the jlander of Avaricum, he
thirsts for spoila.

But being a hero in a bearaay way
does not provent this atamp of man from
indirectly developing beroes. Hs craves
for war; he ranis abouat beartbs and
homes; he slobbers over liberty, and
there is a war, about whieh he keeps
himself posted through the mediuwm of
newspapers which would put to shame a
couple of bars on the Spanish tiig.

Taeu cume the men in the line, the
enlisted meu, the real heroes. They
make no speecues and are consequently
never reported, but what a contrast there
is. They eeem 1o fight naturally and
they take the hardships of war with
the noncnalance of the man wpo kuows
bia duty.

Perbaps a better ider could be got of
the American soldier under trying difli-
culties thap is portrayed in a deapaten
to the London Daily Mail from a field
correspondent :—

This was Saturday, the day after the
bix Lght, and the road was busy both
ways. Jt:om the front the: heavy,
jolting, six mile ammnmunition wagons
were returning empty after drooping
their box:s of cartri. g»s at the firing
line.

Bat not quite empty, for as they came
nearer you saw that awnings of big paim
leaves were lightly spreai from side to
side. And then, when, with o« * Whee
hooyah !" and a crack of the long whip
and & ' Git in thar, durn ye,” from tae
Texan teamater, the mulea swung round
from the road up the steep bank 1nto the
hospitel field, you saw as the wagon
tilted that under the palm leaves pale,
bandaged men were Iving. Locy groaned
in agony a8 the heavy,npringless wagons
rocked and jslted.

" Bat the ammunition wagone and the
few ambulance wagons did not carry
them all. “For hobbling down the steen
bank from the hospital cime bandaged
men on {ool. They mat down fur a while
on the bank .as far as they could get
from the jumble of mules and wagons in
the lane, and then setting their faces
towards Siboney they commenced—to
walk it. They were ‘the. men whose
injuries were too slight for wagon room
ta be given them. There was not encugh
wagon accomodation for the men whose
wounds rendered them helplesaly pros:
trate. So let the men who had ‘mere
arm and shoulder wounds, simple fiesh
wounds, or only oue injured leg ‘or foot,
‘walk it. Siboney was only eight miles

awn up from . the ground. Hps "had
yrovided himselfl with a sort o1 ‘rough
tutoh made of the forked Timb - of 2
ch'he bad padded with 4. bun-
le.0f‘clothes. With™ the awsistance of
Lis/andy &;short stiolc he wy~"naddling
briskiy’along. when I: overtoalk |y

rAad;yoi'te walking baclk 1o/
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ttese crutches and made a break »

It wan just the same with nther walk-
ing wounded men. They were ail bean
tilully cheerful. And oot merely cheer
ful, The¢y were all absolutely uncon-
axions that they were uandergoine apy
unnecessary hardships or suflirings
They knew no# that war wus no picnic.
and that they were not complaining at
the absence ol picnic fare. Somu of
tbem had lain out all the might, with
the dew falling on them where the bul
lets had dropped them, before their turn
came with the overworked field sur-
geons.

*There were only sixty doctors with
the outfit.’ they explaintd, *and natur-
ally, they couldn't tend everybody at
ance’

That seemed to them a quite sufticient
explanation. It did uot oeccur to them
that therz onght to have been more
doctors, more ambulances Some of
them seemed to have & faint glimmer
ing of & notion that there might perhaps
bave been fewer wounded but then that
was a0 obvious to everybody.

Toere were heroes in that bateh of
wounded men.
