Mr. Fitzgerala
did not follow the men to the door, fearing there might

Some searches were made but no clue to the perpe-
trators of the outrage heg, up to the moment [ write,
been gleaued  Although no revoivers were exhi-
bited the oublican ia certain that the men were
arwed,— Darly Express.

There are
sppeals atunding from the Feburary eittings, aund it
is voderstoad rhat the sittings will not be resumed
until Jure, and therefore the present case, gnless
svecinlly ordered, cacuot be heard foralong time.
Whether tke practices condewsned by the Cerre of
Arches will be renewed and conlinued pending the
anpeal to the Judicial Commitiee i3 a matier of some
jmportance.

Mr. Simpson, incumbent of Bast Teignmouth, Davop,
were—1. The elevation of the Bleseed Sacrnment of
the Lord’s Sapper ; 3. The mixing water with wine;
3. The placing the alms upon a Btn3l; 4. The cmis-
gion of the word *all’ in the last prayer, in the Moro
isg and Evening Prayer; and 5. The ase of lighted
cacvdles oo the Holy Table. Yith regard to the
elevation, the Dean of Arches declared that re ccm-
pluined of and &p it had been practiced by b t
elergymen, it was anlawful, and he admoaished both
to discontioue it. With regard to the second charge
against the Xov. Mr. Mackonochie the Dean of
Arches gnid that if Mr. Mackonochie had eommitted
any error in that respect it belonged to the catepory
of those cases which should be referred to the bishop
for him to exerrise bis discreion on ir. With regzard
to incense the Dean adwmonished Mr. Meckonochie o
abatain from the use of incenss rs libelled io Lhe
articles and from the censing of persons and thinga.

Fe¥ian Prosrcurion 18 LoNpoN.—Londoa, April
20,—The Attorney-General opened the case for the
prosecution, He aaid he expected to prove that the
crime of murder bad beet committed upoz the per-
gon of 8 weman one of the vietims of the explodioa
at the Clerkenwell Houase of Detention ; thas this ex~
plosion was brooght about by the prisopers at the
bar, four of whom, the testimony would show, were

Detention : that in the confusion produced by the'
exploaion Burke was to make hiseicape that a faad
of money was raiged at & Fenian meetiog in Holboem
to provide for the expenses of the conspirdey ; thet -
all the prisoners in the Qourt were immediately cog~ .-
cerned in the atrocious attompt, except perbaps the
woman Ana Juatice, but that the prisonocrs, Baprets
and Murpby, jolned at s late data in the conspiracy 3
and that » maa named Fallon, who had not yet beem
arrested was known t» have bought the powder for
the use of the consyiratore. The Attorney-Goneaal
continued: The exeention of the plot was Sxed for
the 12th of Decembe § Borke was to be waraed of
the lightning of the tuse ontside by a ball whiek
we.3 to be thrown over the wall into the prison~yard,
where it wag expect:d he would be taking exercise
with the other prisousrs; but the attempt failed om
that day. On the followiag day the fuze was lighted
by Barrett himself, and the conapirators zuccesded
in producing the unfortunate ezplosicn which conged®
the murder for which they were now on trial. A
short time before thisevent, the woman, Ann Jostize:
wad geen tulking with the De2smonds, and ghe wes
arrested after tbe explosion, while flving in thesr
company. The lesrned counsel concluded hiw
spesch by annooncivg that Vaughan and Moilsny,
rccomplicea in the crime, bad becoms Queen’s v
dencs and would give tLeir testimony befara the
court. Here he warned the jury sgainst acception
their evidence as cocclusive unleas susinined by 1he
other evidence preduced by the Crown. The wite
nesaed for the prosecuation were then calied. Formsl
testimony was taken a3 to the natuce of the wonands
1aceived by the deceased. Mulleuy wus then calle@
to the witness box nnd sworn. He testified that alf
the male prisonera were regular members of the
Fenian organisatisn ; that Barrett wag & Fenimm
Centre; tbat he held frequent consultations wisly
Murphy, who was an active sgent in the affair ; that
all tne prisoners at the bar were wellacquainted withy
the plot in all jta details, and that Barrett hed
boagted of being the man who fired the tram. Im
the course of Lis testimony. the witness referred
AD important ietter, written in invisible ink, and ad-
dressed to Murphy. [nspector Thomson then sworm
that the eaid Murpby could not be found but the
letter apoken of waa from Burke, and contained dpe
tails of the plan to effzct his rolewse. At the come
clugion of the testimony of lsspector Thompsen, the
court adjiurned.
