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cases, his artistic: and technical contributions must meet the requirements of Article
V (2) of this Agreement.

ARTICLE X
1 . The co-production of short films may be approved by the competent authori-ties after study of each proposai.

2. In the case of such films, the production costs must be shared equally. Oneartistic team member must bc provided by eacb of the two countries.

ARTICLE XI
Withjn the framework of their respective national legislation, each contractingparty shaîl facilitate the entry into and temporary residence in its territory of techni-cal and artistic personnel of the other contracting party as well as the granting ofworking permits as required.

ARTICLE XII
Applications for approval of a co-production shaîl be submitted to the coin-petent authorities in accordance with the rules of procedure attached to this Agree-

ment.

ARTICLE XIII
The competent authorities shahl inform each other about all matters concerningthe granting, refusaI, modification or cancellation of approvals of co-productions.

ARTICLE XIV
Approval of a co-production by the competent authorities shail in no way bebinding upon them in respect of the granting of a license to show the film publicly.

ARTICLE XV
i. There shaîl be an overaîl balance in the artistic, technical and financial con-tributions of the contracting parties during the terni of this Agreement.

2. The Joint Commission referred to in Article XVII of this Agreement shahldetermine from time to time whether this balance has been maintained and shalldecide what measures are necessary in order to correct any îimbalance.
