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ARTICLE VI

1, This Treaty shall remain in force indefinitely subject to the
right of any party to the Treaty to withdraw from the Treaty if it
decides that extraordinary events related to the subject matter of
the Treaty have jeopardized the supreme interest of its country. It
shall give notice of such withdrawal to all other signatory and
acceding states and to the United Nations Security Council three
months in advance, Such notice shall include a statement of the ex--
traordinary events it regards ﬁs having jeopardized its supreme in-
terest,

2¢ eseeseesgyoars after entry into force of this Treaty, a confer-
ence of parties may be held at a date and place to be fixed by agree-
ment of twoethirds of the parties in order to review operation of

the treaty.

ARTICLE VII

This Treaty, of which the Chinese, English, French,
Russian and Spanish texts are equally authentic, shall be deposited
in the archives of the depositary governments, Duly certified
coples of this Treaty shall be transmitted by the depositery govern-
ments to governments of the signatory and acceding states,
