Now KNOW You that We do for that end publish this Our Royal Proclamation,
and do hereby dissolve the said Parliament of Canada accordingly;
and the Senators and the Members of the House of Commons are
discharged from their meeting and attendance.

IN TESTIMONY WHEREOF, We have caused these Our Letters to be made Patent
and the Great Seal of Canada to be hereunto affixed. WITNESS: Our
Right Trusty and Well-beloved Jules Léger, Chancellor and Principal
Companion of Our Order of Canada, Chancellor and Commander of
Our Order of Military Merit upon whom We have conferred Our
Canadian Forces' Decoration, Governor General and Commander-in-
Chief of Canada.

AT OUR GOVERNMENT HOUSE, in Our City of Ottawa, this ninth day of May in
the year of Our Lord one thousand nine hundred and seventy-four
and in the twenty-third year of Our Reign.
