PERTH MUTUAL FIRE INSURANCE COMPANY

Mr. J. N. Corry (Perth) moved the second
reading of Bill No. 92, to incorporate the
Perth Mutual Fire Insurance Company.

Mr. Corry: This company was organized on
October 2, 1863 under chapter 52 of the
Consolidated Statutes of Upper Canada, 1859.
The original name was County of Perth
Mutual Pire Insurance Company. It was
originally on a mutual plan only. In 1877
the name was changed to Perth Mutual Pire
Insurance Company, and they commenced
operations on a cash basis as well as con-
tinuing the mutual plan. They were licensed
in the province of Quebec in 1938, and also
in 1938 obtained supplementary letters patent
in the province of Ontario to write all classes
of insurance except life.

In 1947 the company was licensed in the
province of British Columbia, and in 1950 in
the province of Alberta. Therefore it has
been writing insurance in four provinces and
by way of re-insurance in the whole dominion.
The present company, it is expected, will be
absorbed by the nev company which seeks
incorporation, and thse directorate and the
management will be the same as the present
dircotorate and management.
