CANADIAN COMMUNICATIONS SATELLITE-
DISCUSSIONS WITH U.S.S.R.

Question No. 68--Mr. Orlikow:
1. Have there been any discussions between the

Government of Canada and the Government of the
U.S.S.R. regarding the launching of the Canadian
communications satellite and, if so, what were the
results of these discussions?

2. If no discussions were held, when did the
Government of Canada change its policy as an-
nounced to the Standing Committee on Broadcast-
ing, Films and Assistance to the Arts on April 22,
1969, page 1,485 of the Committee's Proceedings,
and for what reasons?

Hon. Eric W. Kierans (Postmaster General
and Minister of Communications): 1. No.

2. The Government of Canada has not
changed its policy regarding the launching of
the Canadian communications satellite. Only
two countries are able to place satellites in a
geostationary orbit: the U.S.S.R. and the
U.S.A. In fact, only the U.S.A. have achieved
this objective. We have negotiated with
success an agreement in principle and now
Telesat is negotiating the commercial details.

Hon. Hon Basford (Minister of Consumer
and Corporate Affairs): 1. Up to September
30, 1969 the Patent Office bas received 50
applications for the grant of licences to
manufacture or import and sell patented
drugs under the revision to Section 41 of the
Patent Act which became effective on June
27, 1969.

COPPER PRICE INCREASES

Is the Department of Consumer and Corporate

Affairs presently investigating the recent increases
in copper prices in Canada and, if so, what have
been the results of this investigation and is action
contemplated under the Combines Investigation
Act?

Hon. Ron Basford (Minister of Consumer
and Corporale Aff airs): It is the policy of the
Director of Investigation and Research under
the Combines Investigation Act to scrutinize
all significant price movements which come
to his attention and he is charged with the
responsibility of initiating an investigation
whenever he has reason to believe there bas
been an offence against the Act. It is the
practice, however, that no information is
given out as to whether an inquiry is being
pursued with respect to a particular group of
companies or individuals unless and until a
report is published.
