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House leaders which will take place early next week,
there have been consultations concerning an order in the
following terms on which, I understand, there may be
unanimous agreement of the House: that on Mondays,
June 7 and 14, and Tuesdays, June 8 and 15 and Thurs-
days, June 10 and 17 of this year, the ordinary hours of
sitting of the House shall be from 11 a.m. to 1 p.m.; 2
p.m. to 6 p.m. and 8 p.m. to 10 p.m., and that, when any
such day is designated as an allotted day for the consid-
eration of the business of supply under the provisions of
Standing Order 58, the proceedings on that business shall
be interrupted or disposed of no later than 6 p.m., in
order that government business may be considered from
8 p.m. to 10 p.m on such day and that the daily adjourn-
ment proceedings shall not be set aside by virtue of the
operation of this order;

that for the purposes of section (5) of Standing Order
58, the number of sitting days allotted to the considera-
tion of business of supply in the period ending not later
than June 30, 1971 shall be fixed at ten, provided that an
additional three sitting days shall be added to the total
number of days allotted for the consideration of the
business of supply in the period ending not later than
December 10, 1971;

and that the order of business and procedure set out in
section (10) of Standing Order 58 shall apply to the tenth
allotted day in the current period and to the eighth
allotted day in the next ensuring period.

Business of the House

Mr. MacLean: Mr. Speaker, the statement made by the
parliamentary secretary represents the agreement which
was arrived at by the House leaders, and we in this party
give unanimous consent for it to be made an order.

Mr. Knowles (Winnipeg North Cenire): The statement
of my hon. friend is also correct, and we also agree.

Mr. Fortin: We were at the meeting, Mr. Speaker,
and we agree.

Mr. Speaker: I have to assume that there is unanimous

consent, since I have not heard from the independents in
the House. Is there unanimity?

Some hon. Members: Agreed.

Mr. Speaker: I understand there is unanimous consent
and it is not necessary for me to repeat the terms of the
order suggested by the parliamentary secretary.

It is agreed and so ordered.

It being six o’clock, I now leave the chair. This House
stands adjourned until tomorrow afternoon.
