Hon. John N. Turner <Minster of Finance): Mr. Speaker,
in accordance with Standing Order 41(2) I- Wish to table, in
English and in French, the communiqué of the committee
of the board of governors of the International Monetary
Fund on international monetary reform and related
issues.

Mr. Lambert (Edmonton West): Mr. Speaker, I rise on a
point of order which I would say almost affects the privi-
leges of the House. This is the second occasion within a
week's time that the President of the Treasury Board and
the Minister of Finance, who have represented Canada at
a series of the most important international monetary
conferences, have resorted to the use of Standing Order
41(2) to table communiqués that are very important so far
as Canada is concerned rather than having the decency
or, one might almost say, the courage to make a statement
in the House with regard to Canada's attitude in these
discussions so that representatives of the opposition par-
ties could comment on these matters as they affect
Canada. We now have to go to the Parliamnentary Returns
office to get a copy. I believe, Sir, that the least that
should be done is for the communiqué to be printed as an
appendix to Hansard so that ail hon. members will have
the text and the general public will be informed of it.

Mr. Speaker: I gather that this is a rather brief docu-
ment and that there would be no technical dîfficulty in
having it appended to Hansard. Is this the wish of the
House?
