@d in such 2 court, if established; the laws to be applied znd the
nethodé of cerrying out decisions of such a court,

The above Resolution was not approved by the Resolutions

Committee but the Committee seaw no reason why the Resolution could
not be passed on to the incoming Netiomal Council for their con-

siderstion, Afreod.,
