The Cars must be fitted and finished in the most ('nlll]i]t‘lc
manner to the entire satisfaction of the Company’s Méthan-
ical SH]wl'intvn«lvlll, or his Agent, who shall be allowed to
inspect the work, with power to reject any part found to be
defoctive in quality or workmanship, or not in accordance
with specifications.

The wheols, axles and springs to be warranted for twelve
months after being set to work, any failure during that
l)(ll'iutl——(‘xvopf such agsgesults from acceident, must be made
good by the contractor.
