ARMENIAN ATROCITIES
INCREASE IN HORROR

Ottoman Government’s Program|

to Extirpate Christians in
Dominions.

NEW YORK, Sept. 28.—"Armenia
without Armenians” is the plan of the
Ottoman Government, according to
Prof. Samuel T. Dutton, secretary of
the committee on Armenian atrocities,
who today told of additional reports
received of Turkish outrages. Fully
half a million Armenians have been
either killed or driven from their
homes, he declared. A story of how
six- Armenian students were poisoned
in Constantinople, was told by a young
Armenian woman, who arrived in
New York recently, Prof. Dutton said.
