B, £., the noted English journalist and 
founder or the famous Pearson s Vveekiy. 
Sir Arthur, who jost his own eyesight 
several years ago, nas b'een a great work­
er on behalf ot the institutions for blind 
soldiers all over England, and is visiting 
Canada for the purpose of continuing his 
work here, it is not quite certain as 
to just, what time he will arrive in To­
ronto, but should he arrive in time for 
the game he will most' assuredly be on 

tt# hand, as he took a personal interest in 
Pte. Dies while the latter was convales­
cing In England.
