Illegal Threat.*;

The Dominion Railway Commission 
are very upset with the citizens’ com­
mittee, who put up a publicity cam­
paign for an extension of the free ex­
press collection and delivery. Tne citi­
zens not only put advertisements in the 
newspapers but sent some very strong­
ly worded letters to the chairman, ytr 
Henry Drayton. The chairman quotes 
several letters lie received, one stating 
that the people in the affected districts 
were .becoming impatient owing to tj>e 
delay in diAk.pg'ae order and adding: 
"We know that patience is a virtue. 
In this case it Is a great virtue. We 
are being urged to proceed with our 
cartoon advertising campaign, the car­
toons of which illustrate and hold up 
to ridicule the conditions this city Is 
compelled to submit to. Now you do 
not want anything like that.”

Case of Contempt,
“The matter, of course,” says the 

judgment, “Is one that can be handled 
under the provisions as to contempt. 
This matter is pending, and any at­
tempt such as Is being made to sub­
vert the proper disposition of justice 
by threat, can, of course, be adequately 
dealt with. I am not, however, very 
fond of contempt proceedings. While 
in an action involving individual rights, 
relief may well be refused unless pro­
per apology is made. This is not such 
a case. The rights of the citizens of 
Toronto cannot and ought not to be 
prejudiced by the actions of their 
perhaps self-constituted representa­
tives, no matter hovV improper or mis­
taken such actions may be.

Worse Than No Court.
“A court that can be influenced by 

threats, as a court, Is useless,” the 
judgment also says. 'The court, which 
on the one hand neither desires praise 
nor fears censure and is concerned in 
doing aught but what is the right 
thing to be done under the circum­
stances before It, within its jurisdic­
tion and subject to the law, Is worse 
than no court at all. Ifzrailway com­
panies or express companies are to be 
governed by a display of force, threats 
or bad temper on the part of those ad­
versely interested It will not be long 
before they cease to exist. If force 
and threats arc to influence the de­
cision of the courts they might as well 
be done away with at once and the 
ultimate force of Bolshevik rule 
adopted.”

International Vice - President 
Will Not Sanction Such

Quebec, July 31.—There was blood­
shed this morning among the textile 
strikers at the Dominion Textile Com­
pany’s plant at Montmorency Falls. 
About 60 strike-breakers arrived on a 
train at 7.45 this morning, but were 
not permitted to disembark, about 300 
strikers preventing them from landing.

A picket of 20 special constables 
rushed the strikers and rescued the 
•workers, but had to club some of the 
strikers, and a constable, hard pressed, 
had to fire In the air. Three or four 
strikers were slightly Injured.
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Not Successful.
The chairman says that the board 

received about 300 letters, from which, 
he says, it woul da.ppear that the ad­
vertising campaigns did not work well. 
He also quotes a resolution referring to 
a previous judgment that was for­
warded to the government asking it to 
“defer the reappointment of Vicé- 
Chairman D’Arcy Scott and Commis­
sioner S. J. McLean to the Dominion 
Railway Commission until such times 
as the present discrimination on the 
collection and delivery In the city of 
Toronto is extended to include the en­
tire city limits similar to the conditions 
new existing in the city of Montreal 
and other Canadian cities.

“It may be notçd.” says the chair­
man, “that if Toronto is to be treated 
the same way as Montreal has been 
treated on the basis of the resolution 
the free deliver)' limits, instead of being 
extended to the entire city, would-be 
cut in two.”

That the International Union of 
Freight Handlers will not go Sut on 
strike In sympathy with the 
sters in Toronto Is evident from the 
announcement made to The World 
yesterday afternoon by A. C. Hays, 
vice-president of the 
that he would use his whole Influence 
to prevent a strike of freight-handlers 
from being called. Mr. Hays further 
pointed out that the milk drivers In 
Toronto had not gone out, yet they 
were members of the union which 
was on strike against other employers 
of teamsters.

“I would point out. that we have 
made an agreement with the railroads 
and that we do not intend to break 
it," said Mr. Hays. “We are very 
busily engaged In Winnipeg 
straightening out the tangle which 
evolved out of the sympathetic strike 
in that city, and we cannot afford to 
have more work on our Hands at this 
juncture. I had hoped to act in an 
advisory capacity with the teamsters, 
but not a single representative is here 
today to meet me. I leave for Mont­
real this evening.”

In the meantime the teamsters’ 
strike continues unabated.
