Meetings This Week to Show
Who Will Be Party
Candidates. 1

Hamilton, Sept. 29. — Wiih three
weeks to go.. before Dballoting day,
Hamilton, politically speaking, is en-
terirz upon a momentous period. The
situation is unique. owing to the fact
that neither the Congervatives, Lib-
erals nor Lavorites .have announced

avho their candidates will ye for the

west and east ridings. As a result
confusfon reigns supreme, and even
the most dyed-in-the-wool politicians
are unable to clear away the haze as
to who the standard-bearers will be,
and what end of the city they will
contest.

This week, however, everything will
likely come out in the wash. The
Liberal-Conservatives have called a
convention for Wednesday night, when
candidates will. be nominated to con-
test both East and West Hamilton,
while on Thursday night the Laborites
will hold. a mass convention under the
auspices of the I.L.P., with a view to
picking out candidates for both rid-
ings, On Tuesday night the Soldiers’
and Sailors’ Political Association will
start something, while to round off the
week the County LL.P. and the United
Farmers will stage a get-together on
Saturday afternoon for the purpose
of agreeing on a joint candidate to
represent both working man and tiller
of the soil in South Wentworth, and
oppose J. H. Regan, M,L.A., present
Conservative member,

Politicians at the present time are
wondering just what the labor men
are going to do, and it is even rum-
ored that a great many of the work-
ers are also at sea ag to who they will
be called upon to back up with their
vote on October 20. It has been
taken for granted that Walter Rollo,
editor of The Labor News, would be
the man chosen for West Hamilton,
but The World was informed from a
reliable source that theére was a dif-
ference of opinion among the labor-
ites as to whether Rollo should be the
candidate and’ that as an alternative
the name of Alderman T. J. O'Heir
had been put forward. Some of the
workers, The World was told, con-
tended that as Rollo had been twice
defeated for the provincial house it
would be the height of folly to put
him up again, and that new blood
should be put into the field,

In West Hamilton,

The labor situation 'in West Hamil-
ton is just as misty. There are a few
prominent labor leaders +Who would
like the nomination, but are not likely
to get it. It is not thought that Con-
troller 8. G. C. Halcrow would accept
the nomination as he has set his heart
on representing his party in the fed-
eral house, so the question of candi-
dates narrows down to one or two men,
who, while they would accept the nom-
ination, might not meet with the favor
of all the toilers. It is no secret that
the labor situation in East Hamilton
has received a severe jolt owing to the
entry of Lieut. Sam Landers as an in-
dependent candidate. Lieut. Landers
has a splendid war record, is a noted
authority on labor, organized the
Hamilton Independent Labor party
and will poll labor votes, whether he
is endorsed by the laborites or the
sons of rest. He is a_ formidable op-
ponent and many think the LL.P.
would make the best move of its career
by nominating him as their candidate
for the East riding. If this was done,
it is generally conceded that it will be
foolish for any other party, red, black
or yellow, to even put a man in the
field.

The Liberal-Conservatives also
have their own troubles while the fol-
lowers of Hartley Dewart, K.C.. are
as silent as the grave, The resigna-
tion of John Allen, M.L.A. has put a
large-sized job on the shoulders of the
Conservatives, and both sides willing-
ly concede that it will be a hard task
to fill the breach left vacant by Mr.

Building Trades Good

Thruout Canada the men in building
trades are very well employed and
there is a great cry for more men. That
class of work has been practically held
up for four years and as prices of
building mater'al become more normal
there will be a greater demand  for
skilled workers,

Answering Mr. MacNeil, the witness
said there would be a number of skilled
workers unemployed in Winnipeg dur-
ing the coming winter.

" Good in Ontario

In Ontario, some industries will be
more or less inactive during the winter,
but Mr. Stewart thought the general
outlook in Ontario was almost normal,
Quebec, outside of the eity of Montreal,
has good employment prospects. In
the maritime provinces coal mining
area the outloqk has improved lately.

Major Anthes estimated there are
8000 returned men in British Colum-
bia who did not live there before the
war.

Efforts during last summer had
resulted in returned soldiers being
given priority, and also better wages
in the Jumber mills.

Witness said 80.328 returned sol-
diers were estimated out of employ-
ment on Sept, 23. and two-thirds of
these men were in the cities. Major
Anthes quoted a statement showing
unemployment by provinces.

New Brunswick. 1500; Nova Scotia,
4026; Ontario, 12.%0; British Colum-
bia, 8850; Prince Edward Island, 450:

Most Striking Feature,

The mast striking feature of the
whole repatriation work, said Major
Anthes, was the extent to which the
returned soldiers had re-established
themselves in civil life.
