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Dingley's Tariff Is Causing a
Heap of Trouble.

IT IS A BIG CONUNDRUM

To a Good Many of tne Officials Who
Have to Work It Out.

British Vessels Bring in Most of the Goods
Jwported Into the United States, and
4f These Are Subjected to the Discrime-
fanting Daty the Importers of the
Country Will Be Hit Hardest-Cana-
dinn Stene for Buffale Breakwater
Must Pay Duty, and There 1s a Fanay
Mix.

Washington, D. C., Aug. 12.—The
point has been raised that all cargoes
bronght to this country in English bot-
tcms; except such as come from ihe

Britisl possessions in Eurcpe, are sub-
ject to the dscriminating duty of 1V
per cent. By far the greater part of
the imports of this country cume Hl
rnglsh shaps, ana of this part all ex-
cept such as come from Greai Britan
and lreland, Gibraltar, Mala and Uy
prus woukld be. subject to this duty.

On enquiry at the Treasury Depart-
ment, it was expained that the discrin-
icating duty could mnot be levied on
goods imported directly into the United
States in Bmtish vessels from countrics
not British. A special exemption IS
made in the tariff law conceruing such
cases. A treaty with ‘Great Britain
gives British vessels the right to bring
godds from mon-Biitisk countiries to tnis
country, but goods brought in vessels
of countries not having such treaty pri-
wileges from cther foreign ports are
apparently prohibited, under penalty of
orfeiture, except in certain cases, Irom
lsnding dutiable articles in America.

The Opinion in Full.

Washington, Aug. 12.—The opinion of
Attorney-General McKenna on the leading
clause 1s as follows:

*In your communication of the 6th Inst.
you state that recently since the tariff act
of July 24,-1897, went into effect, certain
diamonds have been imported into the
United States from the Dominion of Can-
ada, a foreign country contignous to the
United States,” These diamonds were the
production of a_ foreign country not con-
tiguous to the United States, and were
worth $90,000, so they cannot be regarded
as imported in the usual course of sirictly
retall trade. / The method of transporta-
tion of the diamonds from Canada into the
United States, whether by vessel, rall or
otherwise, is not stated.

*After calling attention to the provisions
of section 22 of the tariff act of July 24,
1897, you Inquire, first, whether a discrim-
inating duty of 10 per cent. under section
22,bshluuld be levied on the diamonds des-
cribed.

“Second, whether in determining the lia-
bility -of the diamonds to the serimenat-
ing. duty, it is material to ascertain the
mode of conveyance used in _ transporting
them into the United States from Canada.

“'Section 14 of the tariff act of August 28,
1804, provide a discriminating duty cof 10
per cent on goods imported in foreign ves-
sels with certain exceptions (the section 18
here quoted). !

Free Oaly for Sirietly Retall Trade.

“Section 22 of the tarii® nct of July 24,
1897, continued the discriminating-duty im-
posed By section 14 of the former law, and
added a discriminating duty of 10 - per
cent. on all goods which, being the produc-
tion or manufacture of any foreign country
not coutiguous to the United States, shall
come into the United States from a con-
tiguous country without being imported in
course of strictly retail trade,
(The full text of the section is here
quoted.)

“The former law imposed a discriminat-
ing duty only on goods imported
in certain forvi{;n vessels. The present law
imposes a diseriminating duty also on gpods
which come into the United States from
a contiguous country and are not imported
in the usual course of strictly retail lrugle.

“Jt will be observed that the word ‘im-
ported’ is not used in connection with goods
which ‘come into’ the United States from
a contiguous country save in the exception
exempting goods ‘imported in ‘the usual
course of strictly retail trade,” but for the
purpose of this opinion, it is not necessary
to consider the precise effect of the words
‘come into' as distinguished from the word
‘imported,’ if, indeed, there be any differ-
ence in meaning.

“In determining whether the goods under
consideration are subject to the discriminat-
ing duty, it is not material to ascertain the
mode of transportation or method of im-
portation; it is sufficient to know that they
‘come into’ the United States from a con-
tiguons country and within a class .subject
to duty, namely, are the ‘production or
manufacture of a foreign country pot con-
tiguous to the United States,’ and are not
‘imported In the usual course of strictly
ret=il trade.’

“Your first question is, therefore, answer-
ed in the affirmative, your second in the
negative.”

Goods Under Consular Seal.

1t is stated at the Treasury .Dop;lrtmrxnt
that the most important guestion involved
in the interpretation of section 22 is now
under consideration by the Attorney-Gen-
eral. This question s whether fgreign
goods coming through Canada under donsu-
lar seal are subjected to the discriminat-
ing duty. These goods, it is said, form a
large part of the exportations of tea and
other commodities from China and Japan,
coming by way of Vaneouver and the Cnnn-
dian railronds to the citizens of Middle,
Western and Eastern States. The volume
of goods covered by the opinion of the At-
tornoy-General is unimportant as compared
with the goods shipped in bond.

Unless the Treasury Department can
be brought to modify its construction of
the tariff law in respect to the (II‘ILV on
stene imported for Government use, f”."‘
ot the largest engineering works now 11
progress in this country, the co‘n§tru‘c-
tion of the Buffalo breakwater, will be
brought to an absolute standstill.  The
War Department made a contract with
Hughes Bros. & Bangs .for the con-
struction of this work, and under .\l}e
contract the Government was to take
the stone from the Canadian quarries
across the lake and lay it down at the
breakwater. The Treasury Department
had been first consulted and held that
this could be done without imcurring any
duty. Now, however, just as the work
is starting, the collector at Buffalo has
notified the War Department of this,
that he maust assess duty on the stone
and refuse to admit it until the duty is
paid.. The difficuity » that the engin-
ecers have mo money to pay this duty.,
and so the work must stop, unless the
Treasury officials relent. The stoppage
would involve serious loss to the Gov-
ernment, for the ccotractors, who
have their laborers and plant on the
ground, ready to carry out their con-
tract, might secure heavy damages for
demurrage. :

Gen. Wilson, Chief of Engineers, has
referred the subject again to the Treas-
vry, with several propositions to meect
the case.

“The excess of duty paid since the
22nd day of April, 1897, on articles im-
ported as aforesaid tfrom the countries
hercinbefore mentioned awill be refund-
ed, it the claim therefor wrth satis-
factory proof of the origin and value
of such articles, and of their direct im-
portation, is made in the usual form
through the collector of customs at
the ;)ort where such duty was paid.
“Nothing in the foregoing instructions

shall be held as affecting the right to

enter articles under the French Treaty
Act of 1804, But any article entered
at a reduced rate under the said Treaty
Act shall not be entitledgto a further
reduction of duty under the provisions
of_the reciprocal tariff.” ’
