But the great work that he
inaugurated will go on.

with others, I almost worshipped him.”

Mr, George fiad Premonitions.

When Dr. McGlynn was able to think
calmly over his recent intercourse with
the dead mam, he wrecall’ed that bhis
friend had frequently expressed +to him
premonitions that his end was approach-
ing, and had used language that he now
saw dindicated a presentiment that he
would not outlive his campaign.

Henry George, jr., was born in Saera-
mento, California, in 1862. He was edu-
cated in the Public schools of San Fran-
cisco. He was taken from school and
put to work in a printing office, and
helped to set type for “Progress and
Poverty.” He came east with his fa-
ther -in 1880.

In 1883 he went: to- England as his
father's private secretary. After his re-
turn he wgs employed for some * time
on the editorial staff of Truth, a daily
paper then published in this city. When

The Standard was founded by his father
as the recognized exponent of the single
tax movement he became managing edi-
tor of the paper, holding that 'position
until 1891, Then he went to Washing-
ton as special correspondent for a numn-
ber of Western papers. In 1892 he
spent six months in England as a- cor-

respondent for several prominent Ameri-’

can dailies, writing letters on social and
political 'topies.

In 1893 he went to
to assume the editorial management of
The Florida |Citizen. He -held ‘that po-
sition for two years, .and then retiral
to act as his father's secretary and to
assist in the revision of the mew book
on political economy, which was nearly
completed.

Address by Bishop Awdry.

Bishop Awdry of Osaka, Japan, delivered a
lecture ‘last evening in St. D’eter’s Chureb
School House, on missionary work among
the Japanese. Bishop Sweatman presided
and there was a large attendanc® of mem-
bers of the Woman's Auxiliary, under whose
auspices the address was given. His Lord-
ship, in his opéniug remarks, presented sta-
twuics to show the number of converts
claimed by each church, the Roman Catio-
lic being Jargely in the majority, but he
hoped that with renewed zeal and prayers,
the Anglican Church would advance to
the froni. Continuing, the speaker said that
until the yéar 1853 tnere could be no Japan-
ese Christians, notice boards being placed on
the streets containing a proclamation mak-
ing it an oifence against the. state’'s laws
to be a Christian. In recént years some
missions have been rapidly declining, princi-
pal among which is the Congregationalist,
owing to its peculiar system of working, but
the Anglican Church Lhad shown an increase
of 12 per cent.
