rando’s Force Got Past thé Cubans
and to Assaalt the City Would
Be Dangerous,

Washington, July 5.—There will be no
bombardment at Santiago to-day, and pos-
sibly not during the present week. This
is the opinion of members of the Cablnet.
The conclusion has been reached that it
would not be advisable to attempt to ecarry
the city of Santlago by storm with our pre-
sent forces. General Shafter, in a Jespatch
recelved last night, confirmed tHe report
that General Pando with about 6000 Spani-
ards had arrived In the city and were al-
ready distributed among the fortifications.

This reinforcement makes the Spanish
forces defending the cify from sixteen to
eighteen thousand. TWe very great advan-
tage of being Intrenched adds materially to
their strength, and, In the opinion of mili-
tary men, makes their effective fighting
force from a third to a half greater than
our own.

General- Shafter states that the excessive
heat and rains of the last two weeks have
contributed nearly as much as the Spanish
bullefs to the ineffectiveness of our army.

Under the circumstancesy it 18 his opinlon
that it would be unwise to attempt to
carry the city by assault. This view is
shared by the officials here and also, it Is
understood, by Admiral Sampson in com-
mand of the fleet.

At the Cabinet meeting the President
directed that telegrams be sent to General
Shafter and Admiral Sampson suggesting
that they confer as to the situation and par-
ticularly as to the advisability of the Ad-
miral's attempt to force a passage into
Santiago bay and so be in a position to ren-
der effective aid in the assault upon the
city.

Montreal, July B5.—(Special.)—The news
given some weeks ago in this column that
the Canadian Pacific would take up the
faost line scheme appears to be confirmed.
Although the monopoly cry may be ralsed,
the opinion appears to be pretty general
here that if Sir Willlam Van Horne takes
hold of the scheme he will carry it through,
The officials here smiled when I asked if
the C.P,R. will take up the fast Mne pro-
ject, but will give no information on the
subject. It is believed, however, that Lord
Strathcona, Sir Willlam aVn Horne and
Mr, R. B. Angus sawed a pretty big pile
of wood during their recent meeting in
London, and that an announcement to thé
effect that the big company will take a
hand In the fast Nne busincss may be ex-
pected at any moment. It is understood
that Lord Strathcona stuck loyally to Mr.
Petersen while there was any prospect of
that gentleman meeting with success, al-
though several capitalists of London pro-
mised their hearty co-operation in floating
the scheme if the Canadlan Pacific people
would take hold of the matter themselves.
It is sald that Lord Strathcona feared that
the Grand Trunk might object if the C.P.
R., a rival road, should go into the trans-
atlantic carrying business; but rumor also
states that Sir Rivers-Wilson has informed
the C.P,R. people that if they decide to
consider the question they will encounter
no opposition from Grand Trunk influence
in the Old Country. It is also stated that
Sir Willam Van Horne was for years the
only man on the company’s directorate who
favored tacking on an Atlantlec steamship
line service to their already great system,

but that the ever-active president has at
last converted Lord Strathcona and most
of the other directors to his way of think-
Ing, and that If it succeeds the triumph
will be Van Horne's, and his alone.

False Reports

Madrid, July 5.—(1 pm.)—Almost Inde-
scribable enthusiasm  continues to prevail
1here over the supposed escape of Admiral
Cervera and his squadron from the harbor
of Santiago de Cuba. . The Admiral's name
is on every tongue; and it Is clalmed that
it was he who saved Santlago de Cuba_ by
“adding to General Linares’ handful of sol-
diers his brave sallors to man the guns
ashore ayd repel the Americans under Gen-
eral Shafter.”

Such is the exultant eulogy of Admiral
Cervera heard on all sides, this state of
public feeling belng due to the official an-
nouncements from Santlago de Cuba. For
instance, one statement from Santiago de
Cuba is as follows:

“When Admiral Cervera found that it was
certain Col, Escarlos’ reinforcements were
in proximity to Santiago, the Admiral held
a council with the commanders of h's
squa’drou, disclosing to them a plan to
force the blockade in broad daylight. The
commanders responded unanimously. ‘Ad
lante’ (forward)! It was then arrangad
that the torpedo boat destroyers should
take the lead, feigning an attack, and’ dis-
charge their torpedoes agalnst the enemy's
ships, the Cristobal Colon protecting their
advance, sheltered by the batterles of
Morro Castle and distracting the enemy’s
attention, while the rﬂ'emalnder of the squa-
dron sallied out of the harbor.

Americans Were Surprised.

“The Americans at first were taken by
surprise. Then, recovering, they opéned
a tremendous fire, and especially against
the torpedo boat destroyers, which Admiral
Cervera had instructed to steer an oppos'te
course to the squadron. The Americans
were decelved and manoeuvred toward the
supposed course of the Spaniards, whi'e
Admiral Cervera went full steam ahead,
maintaining a continuous fire until clear cf
the American lines, and then steamed away
westward, pursued and breasted for some
distance by the swiftest American vesels,
until they were lost sight of from Morro
Oastle. ;

“In the meantimé, the torpedo boat de-
stroyers sank under a rain of shell from
the numerous American warships. It !s
presumed part of their crews were saved
by the enemy or swam ashore,”

The foregoing is the popular Spanish ver-
sion of the sortle of Admiral Cervera from
the harbor of Santiago de Cuba, and the

destroyers Is sald to be highly appreciated
by the Queen Regent, while the general
public is overjoyed at thelr conduct. It is
supposed. here that Admiral Cervera Is
running for Havana, since he has not been
reported as arriving at Cienfuegos, and
there will be tremendous anxiety here un-
til 1t 18 known that Cervera and his squa-
dron are safe in Havana harbor. Hopes
are expressed In this city that the Spanish
Admiral may capture or dcstggy some Arm-
erican vessels while on his way to Havana
A Tinge of Perplexity,

Forelgn news giving contradictory ver-
sions of the sortle have cast a tinge of per-
plexity and dampness upon the general re-
joleing. In military circlesgit is cons'd-
ered that General Shafter has been check-
ed, that Rear Admiral Sampson has been
baffled and that the aspect of the war has
been changed. But the universal expres-
sion of opinion Is that peace Is lmpossible
untll something occurs which Is satisfa:-
tory to the national feeling.

London, July 5.—The despatches of the
Associated Press, telling of the destruction
of Admiral Cervera's fleet, including the of-
fielal accounts of the battle, have been tele-
graphed to Madrid and the despatch just re-
celved at the office here, of the Assoclated
Press from Madrid for transmission to the
United States, giving the Spanish version
of the sortie, shows that the Spanish cen-
sor has suppressed the Associated Press
despatches or that they are regarded by
Spaniards as being incredible.

Lomndon, July 6.—The Madrid eorrespon-
dent of The Times says: “Despatches re-
ceived fromy American - sources describing
the destruction of Admiral Cervera's squa-
dron, which the morning papers consider
wild exaggerations and consequently hold
back, have now been published in special
editions. They are generally regarded as
substantially true and have produced a
most painful impression among all classes,
but there is perfect tranquility. I perceive
no symptoms of dangerous popular excite-
ment.”

Will Fight to the End.
Madrid, July 5.—(11.30 p.m.)—The Cabinet
